ai 1 lees than fifty-live thousand souls, shall lie
entitled to five delegates; and every county
having a population of flfty-flve thousand
sou Is and upwards, shall be entitled to six dele-
gates and no more; and each of the four legis-
lative districts of tbe City of Baltimore shall
be entitled to the number of delegates to which
tbe largest county shall or may be entitled
under the aforegoing apportionment, and tbe
General Assembly shall nave the power to pro-
vide by law, from time to time, for altering
and changing the boundaries of the existing
legislative districts of the City ofBaltimore, so
as to make them as near as may be of equal
population ; but said district shall always con-
sist of contiguous territory.
