Election, Tuesday, November Sib. 1901

Et Tit Brute.— A friend has giv-
en us the following report of the
substance of jCongrcssman Mudd’s
comments on the Federal Census in
his Tuesday’s speech at Leonard-
town. Mr. Mudd said : ‘lt cannot
be denied that frauds were perpe-

trated upon the Government by cen-
sus appointees ofthe republican par-
ty, but the crimes were individual
ones and not crimes of the republi-
can organization. The individuals
who periictrated those crimes should
be severely punished, and the re-
publican, unlike the democratic par-
ty, that always connives at the of-
fenses of its appointees and rewards
them with higher honors, has made
every effort to see that these individ-
uals meet with condign punishment.
The State Census, Mr. Mudd Con-

tended, was taken altogether for

liartisan purposes and was entirely
unnecessary as thfc Federal Census
hail been revised and Governor
Smith usi>d it in apportioning the
representation in the State Legisla-
ture. The whole object <f the State
Census, Mr. Mudd said, was to ac-
quire some registration information
and other jKirtisan advantages.'
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Democratic Mass Meeting.

The Democratic Mass Meeting at
the Town Hall, Monday, October 14th,
was calhsl to order by J. Frank
Smith, of the Central Committee.
Dr. Thomas Lynch was num<*d as
chairman, and Francis V. King as
secretary. Dr. Lynch, did nut, how-
ever, preside, and Thomas H. Bond,
l*atuxent district, in afeV well chos-
en words introduced the s|x*aker of
the day, Hon. Lloyd Wilkinson.
When Mr. Wilkinson began speak-
ing the Hall was comfortably filled
end soon after he commenced it was
]tucked and people were listening at
the windows.

Mr. Wilkinson expressed his re-

gret that imjiortant business engage-
ments had prevented Messrs. A Uni-
at Miles and John S. Wirt from ac-
eompanying him to St. Mary’s. He
said it had always been his desire
to visit St. Mary's but up to the
present, one thing or another had
prevented him. He was glad to come
and meet the people of the county
and was pleased to see so many of
them at the meeting. He wouldnot,
lie said, sjM*uk on national issues but
would address himself to State and
local issues in which the people were
more interested than they could pos-
sibly be in any national issues.
The present canvass hud but a remote
bearing on any national question,
but it hud a most inqiortunt
lieu ring upon the future welfare of
the State. He met the Republicans
on their own ground and took up the
questions which they had said in
their platform and their State Cen-
tral Committee, had proclaimed
would be the issues of the campaign.
Bossism and Germanism, were the
rallying cries of the Republicans
and Buss Goldsborough, the Repnb-
lieun Comm it lit*chai nuan. was among
their loudest shunters. This is the
same Goldsborough whom the ex-
Republican Congressman from Dor-
chester county has characterized as
a buss-of -bosses and as out Gonuan-
ing Gorman. L|e went through the
counties and from Republican wit-
nesses proved a cast* of flagrant, un-
blushing. unprincipled bossism in
that party and recalled to the minds
of his audience that even the Re-
publican party in St. Mary 's was
boss-ridden, for “twoyears ago."
he said, “itwas known to all men
that some of the leading Republicans
in St. Mary 's county hud joined with
the Democrats to defeat a Republi-
can ticket because it had been named
by a Republican boss, who was still
prominent in the councils of the par-
ty- Next, Mr. Wilkinson took up
the Census and dealt with it without
gloves. Then he explained the new
election law and disposed of the so-
phistries of the Republicans in their
speeches and writings against it.

His speech was enthusiastically ap
plauded and bis audience seemed
greatly pleased with the boldness
and fearlessness of his expressions.
Some of the most notable of his re-
marks follow:

• “Afterconsidering the work done
by. our republican friends in taking
the Federal Censur was there any
doubt as to the wisdom of employing
none but democrats to take the State
Census.”

“The republicans prate of a dem-
ocratic conspiracy to use the State
census lists to purge the registra-
tion books of non-rqpident voters. I
should think our republican friends
in St. Mary's would keep quiet about
conspiracy. After reading the re-
cords of the Federal Circuit Court
imd the comments of even the most
rabid republican journals does any
one doubt that the republicans did
maliciously Mid willfully and with
intent to defraud take a Federal
Census whereby certain counties of
this State were given greater repre-
sentation in the General Assembly
and in party conventions than was
their due. ”

•

“Does any sane man think that the
other counties of the State should
have remained supine and quiet
while republican conspirators for

partisan advantage were padding
the Federal Census to give certain
counties greater number of votes

than rightly belonged to them.
General Merriaro, Superintendent of
the Federal Census, certified to the
correctness of the Federal Census
lists. Under the law Gov. Smith
had to apportion the representation
in the Legislature under that cer-

tificate or take a State Census. So,
like the man he is, he called together
the General Assembly to prevent the
completion of that attempted fraud.
The costs and expense of that Extra-
ordinary Session properly belong
and should be placed on the broad
shoulders of the republicans who
entered into the conspiracy that
made the session an imperative ne-

cessity.”

“For three months the records of
the State Census were in the office
of the litate Superintendent and
open to the inspection of any one

who called to see them. In all that
time the republicans did not try to
ecu re them. But when the super-

intendent was fuuctuM offirln and the
records had been boxed and stored
in Annapolis, the republicans awoke
to the fact that they wanted to look
at them. Is such action the,exercise
of proper dilligencc ? Did' the re-
publicans expect the democrats to

furnish them with the brains to run
their campaign f"

“There is no word in the election
law about the disfranchisement of
anybody. Yetlhe republican ]M>liti-
cians tell the negro it is intended to
disfranchise him and to favor the
white man. In the same breath they
tell the illiterate white man that the
law was framed todisfranchise him. ’’

“The election law was framed to

confine the elective franchise to the
most intelligent people of the State.
By the law no man haring the con-
stitutional requirements is deprived
of the right of registering and any
man who is intelligent enough to

correctly mark his ticket can vote
without a ballot clerk knowing how
he votei.. The law does prevent
ballot clerks from marking tickets
and thus testifying to the fact that a
man has sold his franchise and de-
livered the goods,"

“Iregret that Constitutional limi-
tations prevented giving assistance
to worthy men in marking their bal-
lots. It would have been given
them if it could have been given
under our present Constitution.”

“The time has come for the part-
ing of the ways. I do not hesitate
to say that the election law was pass-
ed to provent the illiterateand vicious
and ignorant in the negro ranks
from controlling the destinies of the
Slate and counties. ”

“There are so many colons! voters
in the South that it takes but a few
white office-seekers to combine with
them tocontrol elections. The South-
ern States have eliminated the negro
as a factor in their politics and the
most ignorant, vicious and degraded
of the negro race in those States have
begun to move hero and will join
with the ropublicans to help control
you. ”

"Ifthe democrats control the next
Legislature by a suffieient majority,
I will take the broad ground that
any white man, litterateor illiterate,
democrat or republican, be given
the right to vote. I will be frank
with you and tell you openly and
boldly that if we gain control wc
will provide for every white man in
the State* away to vote."

Important to Voton.
Every Democratic voter who casts

a ballot at the November election and
wishes the same counted as his sen-
timents should see to it that be
makes his X mark in the centre of
the space opposite the candidate's
name and be particular that uo points
of the Xmark touch any of the lines
forming the box orspats* in which he
marks his ballot, otherwise the ballot
will be thrown out. Hence care
should be tahen when marking the
ballot.
