LAST WORDS.
Before another issue of the Bea-

con the battle of the ballots willhave
.been fought and won. In many re-
spects the present contest is a unique
one. The color line is more closely
drawn than it has ever yet been in
this State and section. Prior to 1
while the colored vote was compara-
tively solid for the republican party, !
jet there was a small percentage of |
it that for divers reasons voted the
democratic ticket. In the congress-
ional campaign of 1900 the republi-
cans raised the battle cry of the
“disfranchisement of the negro” and
on this issue the colored vote was
solidified. At the regular session
of the Legislature the question of
the passage of a new Election LawK
it is true, had been discussed, but
nothing was done. In fact a large
element of the democratic party was
at the time much opposed to any
such measure. But, after finding
out in the campaign of 1900 that un-
justly and unfiirlyall the odium of
such a course bad been charged
upon the party by the republican
leaders and that blindly the colored
voters hud accepted their statements,
when the Extraordinary Session was
called the democrats determined to
take up the gauntlet and the result
is the present election law.

The passage of that law, abolish-
ing as it does the ballot clerks and
taking away the opportunity they
afforded politicians to know that
what they paid for they got, restricts
immeasurably the field for bribery
and affords every intelligent man an
opportunity to vote secretly. It was
believed that in a measure, at least,
it would also eliminate the danger of.
prejudiced and credulous negroes
controlling the political desti-
nies of the State while itwould work
no harm to the callable and thought-
ful.

At any rate the new law has given
the democratic party in Southern
Maryland new vigor; it has actedas
a revivifying elixiraud has put the
liarty on its feet for a winning fight,
Had no such law been passed, un-
doubtedly, in this section at least
there would to-day be no fight put
up against the republican cohorts.
Democrats cannot (ail to appreciate
this fact.

The democrats arc not responsible
for the color line so sharply drawn
in this canvass. The party has
simply tired of “turning the other
cheek” and instead, having timeand
again complied with the Scriptural
injunction is now giving blow for
blow.

Mr. Hopkins proposes to do
his share towards the dissipation of
the surplus by the establishment
of a permanent Census Bureau.
That a permanent Census Bureau
might be maintained without any in-
crease of cost and with, perhaps, an
increase of efficiency, is not denied,
but Representative Hopkins’ bill
will not do so. His billprovides for
a salary of $7,500 for the Director,
Ex-Gov. W. R. Merriaiu, an assist-
ant director at $4,000 per annum,
and numerous other positions, with
salaries varying from $2500 to. sldHI.
Undoubtedly with the preseut re-
publican majority in Congress there
will be no trouble taking care of the
surplus. •
