CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT
CHAPTER 185. OF ACTS OF 1900.

AN ACT to amend section nine, of
Article fire, of the Constitution of
this States and to provide for the
submission of said amendment to the
qualified voters ofthis State foradup-
tion or rejection.

Sbttios f. The State’s Attorney
shall perform such duties and re-
ceive suck lees and commissions or
salary not exceeding three thousand
dollars, as are now or may hereafter
be prescribed by law; and ifany
State’s Attorney shall receive any
other fee cl* reward than such as is
or may be allowed by law, he shall,
on conviction thereof, be removed
from office: provided, that the State's
Attorney lor Baltimore City shall
receive an annual salary offorty-five
hundred dollars, and shall have
power to tppoint one deputy, at an
annual not exceeding three
thousand dollars, and such other as-
sistants, it such annual salaries not
exceeding fifteen hundred dollars
each, as the Supreme Bench of Balti-
more Citymay authorize and approve ;

all of said salaries to be paid out of
the fees m the said State’s Attorney’s
office, as las heretofore been practic-
ed.

CHAPTER 482, OF ACTS OF 1900.

AN ACT to amend section four, of
Article three, of the Constitution of

, this St^te.SEcnoif 4. As soon as may be
after th# taking and publishing of
the National Census of 19U0, or after
the enumeration of the population
of this State, under the authority
thereof, there shall be an apportion-
ment of representation in the House
of Delegates, to be made on the fol-
lowing basis, to wit: Each of the
several nounties of the State, having
a jxjpulition of eighteen thousand
souls or less, shall be entitled to
two delegates; and every county
having a population of over eighteen
thousand and less than twenty-eight
thousand souls, shall be entitled to
three delegates; and every county
having a population of twenty-eight
thousand and less than forty thousand
souls, shall be entitled to four dele-
gates ; and every county having a
population of fortythousand and less
than fifty-five thousand souls, shall
be , entitled to five delegates ; and
every county having a population of
fifty-five thousand souls and up-

be entitled to six dele-
no more ; and each of the

four districts of the City
of Baltimore shall be entitled to the
number of delegates to which the
largest county shall or may be en-
titled under the aforegoing appor-
tionment, and the General Assembly
shall have the power to provide by
law, from time to time, for altering
and changing the bounderies of the
existing legislative districts of the
City of Baltimore, so as to make
them as near as may be of equal
Imputation; but said
