The peat week in the Senate has
been characterised by a scathing ar-
raignment of the republican policy
in tiie Philippine Islands. During
the major portion of three sessions
Senator Rawlins of Utah delivered
a speech which set forth the aims
and intentions of the administration
and pointed out how the franchises
and special concessions of the is-
lands were to be formed out to ad-
ministration favorites at the expense
of the Philippine people. On Fri-
day and Saturday Senator Carmack
delivered a brilliant address espe-
cially noteworthy tor its demonstra-
tion of the inconsistency of the
President in condemning those who
have defended the rights of the
Filipinos and its denunciation of
General Funaton, whom he des-
cribed as the “moat valiant captain
that ever marshalled a dictionary
to battle array, the mightiest Sam-
son that ever wielded the jawbone
of an ass as a weopon of war”. The
unqualified condemnation and the
aooompaaying bitter sarcasm of the
Tennessee Senator produced their

* effects on bis opponents and there
are prospects that Senator Lodge’s
edict, “Let the democrats do all
the talking”, will be defied and
that those senators who will soon
be compelled to go before their con-
stituents for re-election will insist
on making some reply to the ohavges
which imve been made against their
spirit oTjustice and Americanism.

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In almost entire support of the
democratic position, has been the
testimony recently taken before the
Philippines committee.

The House ofRepresentatives dur-
ing tiie past week has passed the
Military Academy MU and baa re-
turned to conference the Chinese
Exclusion and oleomargarine bills.
It also attempted to make a record
on Friday by passing 146 pension
bills in a few hours. The Agricul-
tural appropriation MU la now un-
der discussion. Today aspecial rule
will be reported for the considera-
tion of the Omnibus Public Building
bUI which willbe token up tomor-
row. The billauthorises the expen-
diture of public funds in nilbut two
Stales and carries a total appropri-
ation of $16,000,000. Any anxiety
which may have been felt earlier In
the session as to the surplus in the
Treasury is rapidly disappearing
as this promises to be a billion and
a half dollar Congress.

The constant recurrence of ru-
mors of Senator Hanna’s aspirations
for the next presidential nomination,
notwithstanding the Senator’s gen-
tledenials, renders hie political meth-
ods particularly interesting at this
time. Apparently the Senator from
Ohio is particularly proud of his
reputation for “standing by his
friend*,” “standing by one’s friends
under fire;” I believe It need to be
called in the time ofPresident Grant.
Two conspicuous examples have re-
cently attracted public attention,
one, the case of Bathbone, the Cuban
postal-fund embessler who was found
guiltyMid sentenced to a long term
of imprisonment. Senator Hanna
has made the most strenuous efforts
in Rath bone’s behalf and has finally
succeeded in securing his release
under heavy bail Mr. Hanna even
goes ao far ae to oast reflection on
General Wood In his efforts to influ-
ence public opinion in flavor of hla
“friend.” As a candidate for tiie
presidency the Senator’s course will
doubtless stand him in good stead
with a certain element of his party.
Another instance of tillsaama admi-
rable trait has recently come to light
in the cane of one Harrison Wagner
whose military record Senator Han-
na introduced a Milto correct. The
House committee which investigat-
ed the case found that numerous for-
geries, Including a Senate Miland a
Senate report, had been filed by Mr.
Wagner, but doubtless Senator Han-
na willstand by him and it is doubt-
ful Ifhe willever be prosecuted. ,
