Of Old St. Mary's Stock.

Apart from the general interest
with which ali citizens regard the
formation anti deliberation of the
Coal Strike Commission, we, of St.
Mury’scounty.havcaspecial interest
in one of the members of the Com-
mission, John Lancaster Spalding,
Catholic Bishop ofPeoria, whocomes
of good old St. Mary's stock. His
ancestors were in the county before
165u, and his kinsfolk are stillamong
our most esteemed follow-citizens.
Bishop Spalding's father was the
grandson of Benedict Spalding, who
migrated from this county to Ken-
tucky in 1790, after his marriage to
Alethia Abell. Benedict’s son, Rich-
ard, married Henrietta Hamilton, of
Charles county, and to them was

born the future Archbishopof of Bal-
timore, Martin John Spalding. Moth-
er Catherine Spalding, first Supe-
rior of the Sisters of Charity, of Naz-
areth, was a member of this family.
Bishop J. L. Spalding was born in
Lebanon county, Kentucky, June,
1842, and consecrated Bishop of Peo-
ria in May, 1877. He is well and
favorably known as an essayist and
writer on educational subjects. Be-
sides his "Life of Most Rev. M. J.
Spalding" bo has published the fol-
lowing woi ka "Opportunity," “Ed-
ucation and the Higher Life,"
"Things of the Mind," “Means and

The Mudd-.lone* Controversy.

Mr. W. Gwynn Gardiner in his
speech last Tuesday at Leonardtown
took up (be controversy between Mr.
George W. Jones and Congressman
Sydney E. Mudd in regard to the
Census frauds.

Mr. Gardiner read a statement
from Mr. Jones, sworn to before
Edward D. Wigstaff, a Notary Pub-
lic of Washington, D. C., wherein
Mr' Jones states that Congressman
Mudd, on or about August 10, 1900,
wrote him [Jones] as follows:

“There is I believe a number of
employees at St. Elizabeth's, who
are voters in Charles county and
therefore entitled to be enumerated
in the census. Will you please send
me the names and their ages as near-
ly as you can, with the name or num-
ber of the district from which they
come, as I believe they are entitled
to be enumerated in Charles county.
Please bring or send this list to Mr.
Gilechrlst, Mass. Ave. N. K., as
soon as possible.”

[Signed] Sydney E. Menu.

Mr. Jones also swears that on or

about Augusl 17, 1900, Mr. Mudd
wrote him a second letter telling
him to forward a similar list for St.
Mary's county.

Mr. Gardiner asserts that the
originals of these letters are in the
possession of U. S. District Attor-
ney Bose; that he, [Gardiner] at

the the instance of Mr. Jones, called
on Mr. Hose for the letters, and tha
the District Attorney refused to

give them to him, saying they might
be needed In aom future prosecution
of cases growing out of the Census
frauds, and that It would be unfair

to Mr. Mudd and his party to sur-
render the letters now. Mr. Gardi-
ner further says that Mr. Rose stated
to him that Jones’ affidavit was sub-
stantially correct.

This is Mr. Jones’ statement of
the communications that passed be-
tween Mr. Mudd and himself.

In Congressman Mudd’s speech
at Leonardtown, October 7, instant,
he attacked Mr. Jones and denounc-
ed the report that he had instigated
the census frauds as a “malicious
falsehood'' stating that if the report

were “made specifically and in the
open daylight he would administef
to the ones who made it the chas-
tisement they so richly deserved. "
