The first Thanksgiving day was 1

celebrated In the autumn of 1021.
An account of the pioneer of all 1

these feasts has been presented in a *
letter by Edward Winslow written 1
Ih the same year;

“Youshall understand thatintbls 1
little time that few of us have been
here we have built seven dwelling
bouses and four for the use of the !
plantation and have made prepara- '
tions for eleven others. We set the
last spring some twenty acres ofcorn
and sowed some six acres of barley

and peas. Our corn did prove well,
God be praised, and our barley indif-
ferent good, but our peas not worth
harvesting. Our harvest being got
in, our governor sent four men out
fowling, so that we might after a
special manner rejoice together after
we had gathered the fruit of our la-
bors. They four in one day killed
as much fowl as, with a little help
beside, served the whole company
almost a week, at which time among

other recreations we exercised our
arms, many of the Indians arriving
among us, and among the rest their
greatest king, Massasoit, with nine-
ty men, whom for three days we in-
tertained and feasted. And, al-
though it be not always so plentiful
as it was at this time with us. yet,

by the goodness of God, we are so
far from want that weoften wish you
partakers of our plenty."

Thus Thanksgiving was born.
It continued to be celebrated,

though not with any regularity, for
about sixty yeanl, after which itwas

annually ordered by the general
court, not always in November, but
generally after the harvests were
gathered.

Our Washington Letter.
Washington. Nov. 24, 1902.

There is probably no more per-
plexed man in Washington today
than President Roosevelt. After
yielding his own convictions, that
the tariff ought to be revised, and
accepting the dictum of Senator
Hanna and his school of politicians,
that the winning policy for the re-
publican party was to "stand pat",
after being assured that if he want-
ed to be elected in 1904 be must not

countenance revision, the President
is now receiving the assurances of
the western members and senators

that the only hope of their party in
their section of the country, lies in
making good the pledges of the last
campaign, that the tariff would be
"revised by its friends". In the
hope of‘gaining a clearer insight in-
to the situation the President has
appealed to the members of bis Cab-
inet and to the republican leaders.
There is no doubt amongst the east-
ern members whoall say "stand pat"
but Secretary Wilson, for instance,
says his state wants revision. Rep-
resentative Babcock insists on an
extra session called for that pur-
pose exclusively and the Minnesota
delegation say that they were elect-
ed on a tariffreform platform. The
same is true of Idaho and other
western states which were carried
for the republican party only by
the personal popularity of the Pres-
ident and the assurance that he
would insist on a revision of the
tariff which would curtail the inor-
dinate profits of the trusts.

• *

• •

The argument advanced by the
"stand paters” is that the present
prosperity cannot last, that tariff
revision will precipitate the re-
versal of present conditions and
that if the republican party iscaugbt
in the midst of an attempt to revise
the tariff, which will be inevitably
attended by endless personal bick-
ering and strife, the country will
administer a prompt rebuke by vot-
ing for their opponents. As a sam-
ple of the kind of advice proffered
the President by his friends was
recently afforded by Senators Lodge
and Burrows. The former signified
his willingness to ratify the Cuban
treaty because it would not injure
his constituents who raise neither
tobacco nor boot sugar, but he pro-
tested vigorously against the New
Found land treaty because it might
hurt some of the fisherman of his
section. On the other hand. Sena-
tor Burrows expressed his willing-
ness to vote for the New Foundland
but protested against the Cuban
treaty. The fact that the tariff
is a local issue isagain being demon
strated together with the fact that
no republican is willing-to sacrifice
one cent of protection to the inter-
ests erf his own section for the bene-
fit of the country at large. The
President has held open his message,
hoping to be able to judge which
willbe the more politic course for
him to pursue, after be has confer-
red with the senators and represen-
tatives who have been invited to call
on him this week.

table. It is stated that the validity
of the Panama Company’s title,
which Attorney General Knox found
to exist, was a bitter disappointment ]
to some of the most ardent advocates
of that route.

The failure of the last session to
pass the Cuban reciprocity bill is
bearing fruit in away thatisacause
of grave anxiety to the administra-
tion. The Cubans, who were last
year begging the United States to
grant them some concessions from
the Dingley rates, have now been
flattered and cajored into the belief

that they are quite independent of
this country and that there is no
reason why they should seek con-
cessions from this government at

the expense of their relations with
foreign nations. The diplomatic
corps in Havana has been most in-
dustrious in producing this frame of
mind among the Cubans and most
successful. General Bliss, who has
been sent to Cuba to negotiate a
treaty providing that the Cuban tar-
iffon imports from the United States
shall remain the same, while it is
raised 50 per cent on imports from
other countries, and that the Ding-
ley rates on Cuban imports to this
country shall bo reduced 25 per cent,
reports that he is . meeting with
almost insurmountable difficulties.
The President said at bis last Cab-
inet meeting that he did not propose
to offer any further concessions to
Cuba which he regarded as foolish
and ungrateful and that in so far as
be was concerned there would be no
deviation from enforcing every pro-
vision of the Platt amendment to the
line. This pleases the advocates of
annexation who say that sooner or
later the will be friction with Cuba
which will result in that end.
