Iwoukl¦eh If there to not aoiac plan or *jr*temor at-
tention of the present Public goad Lswsthat
can better our made, aa their ooodiUoa *t
rreteal to moat deplorable, expensive and dis-
agreeable to thorn who are compelled to trey-

them to any extent, and moat especially
ihoee of the lower part of the eounty. which
are many lime* worse than the roa.to farther
up the county, where on account of the higher
land and sand they do not need *omuch work
aa In the lower part, where there to eo muchclay, which tends to nuke bed roads in wet
weather. But even In the upper part of the
county Ifind thoae sandy road* are receiving
attention, and the holes and washout* that
were made during the winter are filled In with
brush and some dirt, too. where Itwas practi-
cal to use dirt nod brush, while in the Ist and
Bth district* I do not know ofanything that
has been done for our mads at all. and i can
safelr assert that you can find more bad road
on any one mile of the thne-uotcbetf road In
the two districts 1 speak of than oau be louud
In twenty miles of same road anywhere else in
the county above the neighborhood of Cali-
fornia poatolfioe. Now, gentlemen, I do not
know who to blame for the condition of our
roads, as I spoke to one of our County Com-
tatoaloners about Itand he says be has nothin*
U* do with repairing our road* now. that the
last Legislature took all that matter out of hi*
bands. 1 then asked our road supervisor for
the Ist district why we could have no better
roads, and h* says our appropriation is too
small to give anv better roads, and 1 believe
be tries to give us all be can for the money iu
the way that he tries to give it. I was talking
with one of our doctors, who to road inspector
(or the Ist district, *few days ago. and be says
that be has never been able to Bud out at the
beginning of the season for woraieg the road*
what the appropriation for bis district was,
and consequently he did not know Just bow
was the best way to direct the expenditure ol
same, because be could nut toll how soon the
enure wooer would be spent, and then there
would be nothing In hand to repair very bad
places with. Mow itseems very hard to know
who to blame fur our very bad roads, aud I
think If any one individual was to blame fur
all the bad ones he would be guilty ofa great
crime. ooosequeuUy we have to la> that mat-
ter aside, but 1 think that the Comnnmlouer,
supervisor and doctor will ail agree with me
that the past threw months experience ha*
taught me that we want some better road sys-
tem and one that we know when roads get im-
passable and are allowed to remain sofot
weeks at a time, or unUl nature mends them
enough to use again that we want some one to
be responsible for If, and we want to know
who that one to and what to the matter with
hint, too. And now that the Commissioners
are on the ere of making their annual lew for
road and county expenses fur another year 1
would suggest that through both newspapers
published in the county notice be given by the
County Commissioners that on some given
date their Honorable Board will call a meet-
ing requesting all who have any interest iu
better roads at heart to attend and see ifwe
can all confer with each other and improve our
system some. Of course, we hat eto take ia
ooosideration the difference in the soils and
means of making roads in different parts of
the county. In some places we can get plenty
of sand and gravid, in others we can get shells
andin some as some of our low while
oak lands, weouly need to.tbruw them up high

in what we sail turtle back shape and ditch
well to mnke them permanently good (giving
them plenty of sun). I think there are several
ways in which we might better the road sys-
tem. 1 believe if we had two or three super-

visors instead of one in each district, withsome
other little amendments to our present system,
it would be very much better. Ur if every
man who lives on lands or property bordering
on the public road wes required to superintend

the repairs of the road as lar as bis his land
went free of coat, or for a email sum; or if the
road should divide two farms, let each man

take bis proportionate chare. Ido not believe
when you got the people to understand th..t it

was entirely for their own interest that there Is

not owe who Urea upon the road who would re-
fine to serve at a very small oast to the coun-
ty, and then each man would try bard to have
a batter road than his neighbor, and we would
have good ones. Of course, we could still have
general supervisors. Or still another good sys-
tem might be to let itremain Just aa it to. ex-
cept to require each supervisor in his district
to reserve a small amount of their appropria-

tion to keep up bridges, fill washes, Ac., with
brush end dirt* end with the balance of the ap-
propriation for his district to begin work the
first of May sack year, starting on the most
used road ofhto district, and make it a perma-

nent road bv throwing the beds up high and
making good wide ditches, and then putting

on a good bed ofgravel, shell, stone or sand,
whichever might be beet and moat practical
for the locality la which he wes making the
road, and when he had spent all lh appropri-

ation except the small reserve, let him stop

work until the next lew. except to use the re-
serve as required. After next appropriation,

resume work just where he bad left offthe year

before unices otherwise ordered by the road
inspector, who will be supposed to have him
build first where roads ere most used and
nseded Con tin we this from six to tea years,

and you will find that we will bare good roads
all over the county without increasing our
taxes or causing us one dollar's inconvenience
more than we are having today, and we could
stand what we are having at present ifwe

knew that our asooey levied from ns every
year was going for a good purpose. But. gen-
tlemen, any of yon who are thirty-fiverears
old can remember twenty year* ago, and you
all know that we had Just such roads then a*

we have aov-nn worse -and yet there has
been at leaetfMW levied every year, and mist
of years more than that fc*.twentyyear*.
Now that amounts anyhow to *IOI,OOO spent on
our roads ia that time—and no bettor roads
today than we had sweaty rear*ago—eo'hat
we, the people of tt. Mery's county bars lit-
erally thrown awav in that time over flutUMi
for nothing except some froie, bridges. Ac,
otherwise our muds would bar* been about as
they are today had we done nothing on them.
Now. In the name ofcommon dviitoatiou. let
ns awaken to our interest and see that we get
better roads which will get us better price* for
our farms, make taxes to**,make them easier
to work sod bathe our getting more
money tor oar farm per duets, make us better
neighbors, make us go to church more mu-

larfr. and allow us to drive s better rig when
we go. and feel much more like saying prayers
alter emiict tear*. Trusting that we may all
get togsftt-r very soon, use some good road
