Another Chance fora Railroad.

The Washington, Potomac & Ches-
apeake Railroad Company, successors to
the old Southera Maryland, which isnow
operating the road between Mechanics-
ville and Brandywine, haveemployed Jo.
F. Morgan, of the St. Mary’s bar, as its
attorney to secure rights of way from
Mechanicsville to Esperanza, on the Pa-
tuxent, with the purpose of extending
the road from its present terminus at
Mechanicsville to the latter point. We
are informed that since the organization
of the Washington, Potomac & Ches-
apeake Railroad company the 2% miles
already completeé¢ by its predesessor in
the District of Columbia, has been in
litigation, but that two judgments have
already been rendered in favor of the W.
P. & C. and a final decree is confidently
expected in the case which is now pend-
ing in the U. 8. Supreme Court, which
will assure the company its Washington
terminal. This litigation has prevented
the present management, we are told,
from completing the road at the Wash-
ington end. The intention is now an-
nounced to build from Mechanicsville to
Esperanza and afterwards from Brandy-
wine to Washington.

Mr. Morgan isow nactive in securing
the rights of way and all indications
poiut to a speedy beginning of the work
of extending the line from Mechanics-
ville down through the county to deep
water on the Patuxent.

Our people have been 80 often deceived
in railroad matters that they are sus-
picious of auy company seeking rights
of way, but we hardly think they will
refuse to give the very fair and just right
that the company is now asking. The
rights of way are given with the distinct
understanding that unless the road is
completed before January 1, 1907, the
rightis to be null and void, and the
property to revert to the landowner.

We are informed that work will be be-
gun when the rights of way are secured,
and we trust that no obstacles will be
thrown in the way of a quick beginning
and a speedy completion of this great
work. Above all else, our county needs
quick transportation facilities and when
they are obtained we will witness a boom
here that will douhle our land values
and place our county where it belongs
by rights—abreast of the richest coun-
ties in the State.
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WASHINGTON LETTER.
(From Our Regular Correspondent.)

Washington D. C. July 25, 1904.

Most of the White House clerks are on
a vacation now and there is no visible
activity around the Executive premises
except the silent coming and going of
tourists. The single clerk stillon duty at
the white annex has little information of
value to politicians but yesterday an-
nounced that the President’s letter of ac-
ceptance will not be issued till September
12 and possibly 15. Judge Parker’s let-
ter will greet the public a week later.
This is gnite in accordance with the pur-
pose of the Democratic national commit-
tee to have a very short, sharp and live-
ly campaign not beginning till October.
The solitary clerk who sits behind the
Federal inkstand as above mentioned,
announces with an air of boastful supe-
riority that the Republican committee
has closed contracts for 555 tomns of
white paper to be used for campaign
literature. Five Chicago paper jobbers
have the contracts and some twenty pa-
per mills are busy turning out the stuff
in its immaculate form of harmilessness.
The Tribune correspondent figures that
the paper when it has become oflensive
with ink and gall, would be sufficient to
lay a paper sidewalk all the way to
California, or Patagonia, the quanity in-
creasing with each repetition. Dem-
ocrats do not pretend that they are
going to use more than a hundred thou-
sand acres of paper, but they mean to
glut the U. 8. mails with it during Sep-
tember and October.

The famous old Loung Bridge, which,
for generations has been the only con-
mnection between onr northeastern and
southeastern stateg, has permanently re-
tired from busintss. The new double
track bridge built at a cost of $750,000,
has been opened this woek. Itishalfa
mile long and a marvel of
skill. A brilliant coat of red paint brings
the great steel structure out in bold re-
lief, contrasting it with the blueriver and
sky and the green of luxuriant foliage.
The old bridge crouches, friendless and
tottering in the shadow of its successor,
doubtedless remembering, before it plun-
ges to oblivion, the proud days when it

Captain Richard’s company and eight
months in Captain Champney’secompany.
These companies were generally in differ-
ent regiments, and the record shows the
curious instability of military servicedur-
ing the Revolution. The last survivor
of that war died in 1869, aged 109
years.
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The citizens of Washington and visi-
tors are being entertained now by an
unusual exhibition of war vessels in the
Potomac. There are the battleships
Texas and Massachusetts, the monitors
Arkansas, Florida, and Neveda, eight
torpedo-boat destroyers and the train-
ing-ship Hartford, the old flagship in
which Admiral Farragut led the fleet up
Mobile Bay.
