MARYLAND DIVIDED.
Mr. Bonaparte Probably Tin-

Only Republican Elected.

Full official returns of the vote of
Maryland on the electoral ticket arc
published in Monday 's Sun, except
ing the voteof Charles county. From
that county on the night of the elec-
tion the Shh received accurate re-
turns from each election district.
These returns summed up gave Par-
ker 1,174 and Roosevelt 1,645 votes

in the county, or a majority of 441
for Roosevelt. Hut the vote foreach
individual elector was not given, nor
was it shown in the dispatches,
whether the vote rc|>orted was the
highest vote on each ticket, the low-
est or tho average. The canvassing

board of tho county adjourned on

Thursday without canvassing the
vote, as they are required by law to
do, and it has not been done yet.

Why it is held back has not been
explained.

There is also some confusion about

the figures received from Worcester
county. According to these reports
from tliu Clerk of the Hoard of Su-
pervisors, each Democratic electo-
ral condidate received only be-
tween 500 and 600 votes in thecoun-
ty, and the Republicans less than
.•kH) each. There is manifestly some
error in these figures. But assum-
ing they are correct asgiven and also
assuming that each Republican elec-
toral candidate in Charles county
got 471 majority, then all the Demo
cratic electors are elected except
Dr. Mudd, who is defeated by Mr.
Bonaparte, Rep. The next highest
on the Republican ticket is Mr. Bretz,
who receives, including the Charles
county majority, 104,622, just 42
votes less than Mr. Shriver, the
lowest ou the Democratic ticket ex-
cept Mr. Mudd. The vote is so
close that very small changes in
Worcester and Charles will affect
the result. But so far as now ad-
vised the vote of Maryland will go
seven to Mr. Parker and one to Mr.
Roosevelt.
