Gladstone said: “The professions
are crowded full to the top and over-
flowing and young men are being
added to them in numbers that are
amazing. Whatever their ability
may be, ninety-nine in every hun-
dred will probably never rise above

1 mnliocrity. Why ? Because in pro-
fessions which require a trained

j voice, the training of the voice is en-
tirely neglected and considered a mat-
ter of no importance. It may be
safely said no orator in England in
the last one hundred years has
at itieceti greatness as a speaker with-
out first devoting a certain periotl of
his life to cultivating the vocal pow-
ers.”

Disareli(Lord Beaconsheld.) when
premier of England in an address to
law students said : “‘When a young

j mao 1 paid no attention to voice
i training because 1 considered nature
superior to the art of elocution and
oratory, but when 1 came to speak,
1 found I bad thoughts and feelings,

. but I lacked, the variety of voice to
giv-> them expression. I hastened
to procure a teacher of voice and
gesture, and 1 have learned tocheer-
Ish this so-called art. Itopened to
me the gateway of success. Many a
young man has entered a profes-
sional life splendidly educated in
every respect but this, and lived and
died almost unknown, who might
have made himself famous, had be
taken the pains to find out what a
powerful weapon the trained human
voice may become.”

Henry Ward Beecher, in a lecture
to the Vale students said : If you
desire to have your voice at its best
and to make the best use of it, you
must go into a drill which will be-
come so familiar that it ceases to be
a matter of thought and the voice
takes care of itself. This ought to
be done under the best instructors. ”

Having learned the power of the
voice let us look at reading. The
art of reading may be regarded as
compressed in three distinct steps ;

mechanical reading, logical reading
and expressive reading. Uy me-
chanical reading we mean the cor*
red naming of the words. By logi-
cal reading, we mean the proper
combination of words into phrases,
clauses and sentences, with due at-
tention to pauses, emphasis and in-
flection. By expressive reading we
adil to what is required by mechani-
cal and logical reading such modu-
lations of the voice as are pleasing
to a cultivated ear, at the same time
give the natural expression to the
emotions excited by the subject.
Mechanical reading has regard prin-
cipally to maun/ -, logical reading to
*< ; and expressive reading to
fash and filing. Then if reading is
to bo considered in three parts,
sound, sense and feeling, it is there-
fore necessary to have the mind and
soui trained. Why train the body
and voice? Are not the body and
raio the instruments by which weex-
pte--. onr thoughts and feelings to
oii*.;rs ? Picture to yourself two men
- one standing with his head hung
forw. rd. shoulders stooping, weight
r¦ • b j feet which are near to-
get .ei wim toes slightly turned in,
ha *dr> and arms at the sides, and in
a damped thin voice, he tries to ex:
press. his thoughts aud feelings in
the words, “I uru glad to see you.”
The other standing with body well
poised, head erect, chest expanded,
arms Imaging easily to the stdesand
evidently taking care of themselves,
and with a hearty grasp ofthe band,
and voice clear, rich and full, he
says ”1 am glad to see you.”—What
is the difference? The first man
may be in reality just as glad to see
you as the second, but he finds that
his body and voice prevent him from
letting you know it. A mau must
have something in his heart and mind
to txpn’sr, first of all.

In the first two illustrations the men rep-
resented w ere each supposed to have a
thought and with that thought an emo-
tion) of pleasure, which they wish to ex-
press. hut the second man had them! van-
tage of the tirst, simply because bis-bedy
and voice were in sue! aconditionastbey
did not prevent the thought from “com-
ing out. ' Hut suppose our second man
with his beautiful voice aud finely devolv-
ed body had no cultivation of mind and
no ability to sympathise with bis fellow-
men. bow uninteresting, tiresome and
utterly useless he becomes. Does it not
seem as if some of the people, to whom
nature has given a beautiful body and
voice, were content to live and die on the
“strength of their good looks?” Carlyle
says. “A healthy body is good, but a
soul inright health, is th e bleseedest thing
this earth receives of heaven. The soul
must be trained as will as the body and
voice. By soul we include that part of
man which thinks, feels, and wills, so that
“mental training” is part of “soul train-
ing.” How may we conduct the first
of a series of reading lessons?

1. liet the teacher with head hung, shoul-
ders stoopiug. chest hollow, body sagging
at waist aud feet nearly together, read to
the class some selection and then ask
pupils why the reading is not well done.
Draw from pupils the fact that in order
to read well the body must lie trained.

2. Next let teacher with body in good
condition, but with chest breathing and
voice bard and cramped read some selec-
tion and then ask pupils again why the
reading is poor. Draw from pupils the
fact of necessity of voice training.

3 With body and voice in good condi-
tion. let teacher with mind active read
some selection and ask pupils what the
trouble is. Draw from pupils the fact
the iniud must be trained. Each reading
lesson therefore we willdivide into three
parts, viz; Body, Voice. Mind.

First school the mind of the pupil to
attention: read aloud a few lines contain-
ing word pictures and a-k pupils to re-
call and mention each picture successive-
ly. Repeat with different selection. Con
centration is the second step. Concen-
tration is attention prolonged.
