3 regiments of his brigade, was sent
in the direction of Fairfax C. H. to
barass the rear of the enemy, who
bad come from the direction of Alex
andria. Fitz Lee, after executing
what he had been ordered to do, re-
joined Stuart in the vicinity of Man-
assas Station. Gen. Jackson, after
destroying everything at Manassas
that be could not remaye, evacuated
the place, and on the fo! owing day
concentrated his three divisions at
Groveton, north of the Warrenton
and Alexandria pike, his rear and
flanks being guarded by Stuart's
cavairy and the horse artillery. At
sunset the battle opened, in which
our battery took a most active part.
Pelbham had been given discretiona-
ry powers by the great Jackson 1o
take his battery where, in his judg-
ment, it could be the most effective.
This privilege is not recorded as
ever having been given by the great
commander to any other artillery of-
ficer under his command. Jack-
son’s confidence in Pelham’s judg-
ment and courage stood without a
parallel in the history of the Army
of Northern Virginia, as the history
of Pelham and his matchless battery
as we progress in these papers wil.
Jackson attacked the enemy
with two divisions, and aftera fierce
struggle, lasting until 9 at night.
Jackson held the field, two of his di-
vision commanders, Ewell and Tali-
aferro, being wounded.

On the 29th Jackson awaited the
attack of the ememy, which com-
menced about 10 A M., and lasted
until 10 p. ». During theday Long-
street arrived, taking his position
on the right. Oa this day Pelham's
Battery took a very important part.
Gen. Jackson in his report says :

‘“That owing to the difficulty of
getting artillery through she woods
I did not have as much of that arm
of theserviceas I desired at the open
ing of the engagement, butthis want
was met by Pelham, with his Stuart
Horse Artillery, whodashed forward
on my right and opened upon theen-
emy at a moment when his services
were very much needed.

[Signed. “T. J. JACKsON.”

On the 29th Stuart set out to op n
communication with Longstreet. He
had proceeded but a short distance
when he encountered a large force
of the enemy on the Sudley road,
penetrating the rear of Jackson's
infantry. Before Jackson could get
his infantry to the rescue the Yanks
were driven back by Pelham's guns.
Io this engagement the gallant Muj.
Patrick, commanding the 17th Vir-
ginia cavalry, was killed. After cf-
fecting a junction with Longstreet
he placed all of his available caval-
ry on his right, towards Bristow
Station, where Rosser with the 5th
Virginia cavalry were already oper-
ating. Fitz Lee and Pelham's Bat-
tery remained on Gen. T. J. Jack-
son’'s left flank. On the 30th the
battle between Pope's grand Army
of the Potomac and Gen. Lee's aru)
of true and tried patriots raged hot
and long, running into darkness.

The Federal army had been licked
out of their boots, out generaled and
made to leave the field in almost a
rout. Darkness came and spread
its protecting shadows over the field
of carnage, and the great braggart,
John M. Pope, with his army quiet-
ly stole away, crossing Bull Run
near Stone Bridge and Sudley Ford,
a wiser man than he was a few days
previous. During the battle of the
day the cavalry and the battery were
kept employed, guarding the flanks
of the army. One moment we would
be with Jackson; again with Stuart.
The battery was divided, fighting in
sections, one section being with Gen.
A. P. Hill and theothertwo sections
from point to point as our gallant
Pelham thought best. On the 30th
Stuart preceded Gen. T. J. Jackson,
concentrating his two brigades on
the same road near Chantilly, The
Federal army was in full retreat,
stopping at Chantilly long enough
to get another good drubbing, in
which the Federal General Phil Kear-
ney was killed. The Federal army
was then in full retreat towards Cen-
treville,bis flanks beingfeebly guard-

ed. Two of their companies of cav-

alry were captured without s single
shot being fired. Pressing on to
Centreville we obtained a command-
ing position and aboutdark fired into
the retreating wagon trains as they
came in range of our guns. Our
Whitworth gun was used to great
advantage here. We had to bevery
sparing with theammunition,asithad
to be brought from England, conse
quently we only used the gun on
special occasions. On the 1stof Sep-
tember Gen. Jackson fought the bat-
tle of Ox Hill. On the 3rd Fitz Lee
and our battery occupied Fairfax
C. H. Oa the same day the3rd Vir-
ginia cavalry, Col. Owens, rejoined
us, baving marched up from Bran-
dy Station. Hampton with his brig-
ade came tc us also, having guarded
the removal of the army from Rich-
mond to this point.

Having driven Pope's army be-
hind the defences of Washington,
Gen. Lee turned northward to the
Potomac river, and began the move-
ments that culminated in the First
Maryland Campaign. I will con-
clude this article by giving in full
Capt. John Pelham's report of the
operations of his command, also ex-
tracts from one of Gen. Jackson's
reports of the same action relating
to the movements of this celebrated
battery of Stuart’s horse artillery.
This report of Capt. Pelham covers
August 27, 28, 29, 1862, and is head-
ed in this way: ‘‘Report of Major
John Pelham (he was major when he
wrote the report) on the operations
of the horse artillery at Groveton, or
Second Manassas."”’

FREDERICKSBURG, VA.,
March 7, 1863.

MaJor :—On Thursday, Aug. 28,
1862, I moved my battery, by order
of Gen. Stuart, from Centreville to-
wards Groveton. In the afternoon
I overtook the army, then halted for
the night on the right of the turn-
pike and nearly opposite where the
Manassas and Sudley road crosses
the pike. I passed Gen. A. P. Hill's
division and parked my battery in
a field which had been selected by
Gen. T. J. Jackson's chief of artille-
ry. Just before nightfall Gen. Jack-
son ordered 20 pieces sent rapidly to
the front. 1 moved out and report-
ed to him in the field. He ordered
Major Shumaker of his staff to show
me the position. By this time it
was dark, and Major Shumaker not
being aware of the exact position of
the enemy, we crossed the old rail-
road about a mile to the right of
Groveton and moved but ashortdis-
tance beyond when the enemy ap-
prised us of his presence by firing
a volley into the head of the column,
distant about 40 paces. I immedi
ately engaged. After remaining in
this position about half an hour Ma-
jor Shumaker ordered me to fall
back. Owing to the pole in my gun
being broken I could not obey the
order, and continued firing until the
enemy were driven back. T neg-
lected to say that only two of my
guns were engaged—3-inch rifles—
the other guns having lost the way
in consequence of the darkness of
the night, the winding road, &ec.
Lt. M. W. Henry, C. S. A.. (a vol-
unteer in this fight) displayed the
greatest courage and daring in this
engagement. Every non-commis-
sioned officer and private acted so
gallantly I cannot particularize. Ear-
!y the next day, the 29th, the enemy
showed himself on our left, and
seemed to be moving towards Sud-
ley Mills. Gen. Stuait placed my
battery in position and openad fire
upon them. After remaining there
for nearly an hour he ordered two
other batteries to this position and
me to the right of our line.
t When I arrived near the point des-
ignated I found Gen. Jackson, who
told me that Gen. Stuart had gone to
another part of the tield and I asked
bim to dispose of my battery. He
then gave me discretionary powers
to act as the occasion might require.
Shortly afterwards a courier repert-
ed that the enemy was falliog back
and that Gen. A. P. Hill wanted the
irtillery to press forward. 1 woved
towards Groveton and saw two bat-
teries coming into position to play
on the enemy’s artillery near the
town. | passed these two batteries
about 200 yards and took positionon
the point of a ridge and opened upon
their artillery. The position was
held for nearly two hours, when the
ammunition of all my guns, except
one, was expended. The batteries
that were supporting me regtired
about the same time, and I'was left
alone with one gun exposed to the
fire of a long line of batteries, with
a direct and flank fire. I dispatched
Sergt. Hoxton to Gen. A. P. Hill w

inform him of my condition and to
ask him to send me reinforcements.

| sent

After we had continuedthis unequal

contest for nearly twenty-five min-
utes, Sergt. Hoxton returned and
reported that he could not §nd Gen.
A. P. Hill. 1 then détermined tore-
tire, not, bowever, until the trail of
my only gun bad been struck and
shivered. The accuracy with which
my guns were fired and the rapidi-
ty with which they wereserveddur-
ing both days was very satisfactory
and the execution they wrought was
very great. It gives me great pleas-
ure to speak in the highest praise
of Lieut. James Breathed and Lieut.
Wm. McGregor. The example they
set was worthily emulgted by
Sergt. W. H. P. Turner bebaved with
conspicuous gallantry until he was
killed; also, Sergt. R. T. Burrell,
duriog the entire engagement, and
Sergt. W. S. Dabney acted admira-
bly when left alone with his gun to
fight at least 20 pieces. Hefired his
gun with the same precision and ac-
curacy as before. All of the corpor-
als and privatés acted so well that it
would seem invidious to particular-
ize. I moved my battery to the rear
to procure ammunition, but could
only get a few rounds, a very limit
ed supply. I held my battery in
readiness on the field for action dur-
ing the 30th, but it being the only
battery of horse artillery, would be
very much needed in case of retreat
or pursuit, Gen. T. J. Jackson or-
dered me to reserve my ammunition
for any emergency.

Extract from report of Aug. 29,
1862 :

During the day, Aug. 29th, the
enemy penetrated my rear, endan-
gering the safety of my wagons and
ambulances. Upon being advised
of this by Gen. Stuart, I sent a body
of infantry to drive them from the
woods, but in the meantime the vig-
ilant Pelbam had unlimbered his ar-
tillery and dispersed that portion of
them which had reached the woods.
