WASHINGTON LETTEtt.
(From Our Keguisr Correspondent.)

Washington D. C. February 18, 1905.

“Ifit had not been for the Presi-
dent there would have been no such
legislation to be enacted by this
House. It is the power of tbe Pre-
sident, the influence of the President,
his firmness and bis courage that
have brought this question to the
imminence of favorable action by
the Republican majority." This
statement was made by Representa-
tive De Armond of Missouri when
tbe railway rate bill was under dis-
cussion in the House and soon after
Mr. De Armond concluded bis re-
marks the House passed the Town-
send- £sch bill with only 17 dissent-
ing votes, six of which, unfortu-
nately, were cast by Democrats. The
Democrats signified theirpreference
for the Davey bill by first voting for
that, but when Itwas defeated by a
party vote they alligned themselves
on the side of some progress in tbe di-
rection of rate control and voted for
Hie majority measure.

• •

As soon as the bill passed the
House it was sent to tbe Senate and
promptly referred to tbe committee
on Interstate Commerce where it
willdoubtless remain until this Con-
gress expires, which will mean the
death of tbe bill. Two reasons will
contribute to this result. In tbe
first place, the Senate is working
under pressure to complete tbe
Swayne impeachment case, which is
in full blast, and will doubtless have
to bold numerous night sessions to
accomplish the routine business be-
fore March 4. In the second place Sen-
ator£lkins,chairmanoftheoommittee
on Interstate Commerce, is at heart
opposed to any measure involving
real reform of railway rates and,
whileprofessing to be most friendly,
will actually do all in his power to
prevent the accomplishment of such
enactment. His position renders his
opposition powerful, and while, with
amp e time at tbe disposal of the
Senate, Mr. Elkins'opposition might
be overcome, <n the rush of the doe-

ng boors of a short session such a
ight would be impossible. ”

The Senate haa determined to
amend tbe arbitration treaties re-
cently submitted by tbe President, !
despite the open letter of the Presi- i
dent declaring that if any amend-
ment were adopted be would with-
draw them. It is declared on high
authority that if tbe treaties are
ratified with an amendment no effort
willbe made to induce the foreign

governments party to the treaties to
concur in the change. This is per-

haps true, but the highest authori-
ties have been known to change
their minds and it is not impossible
that calmer consideration of this
subject may result in a changed at-

titude on tbe part of the authorities
in the Stale Department. The one
executive session during which the
treaties were discussed demonstra-
ted the fact that it would be absolu-
tely impossible for the treaties to be
ratified unless they were so amend-
ed that any subordinate treaties sub-
mitting a difference to the Hague
Tribunal would have to be approv-
ed by the Senate. Senators Morgan,;
Teller and Bacon all spoke in favor
of tbe amendment, if the treaties i
were to be ratified, although Mr. '
Morgan opposed the principle of'
arbitration itself and declared that
in his estimation it would be farbet-
ter if the treaties failed entirely.
It is not believed, however, that
Senator Morgan will insist on this
view to the extent of filibustering.
It is predicted with every show of
confidence that tbe treaties will be
ratified at tbe next executive ses-
sion.

The fate of the Statehood bill has
been practically sealed under tbe
spur of the party whip and lash in
the House. Speaker Cannon has
bad bis way and a rule has been
adopted in caucus providing that
lbs House shall insist on its original
biU which combined Arizona and In-
dian Territory in one State.

In tbe Republican caucus there were
thirty-three Republicans who op-
posed tbe attitude of tbe Republican
leaders but tbe majority has ceased
to rule in the lower branch of Con-
gress which is dominated by a little
oligarchy composed of the Speaker,
Representative Dalzell, that distin-
gusbed and eminent statesman, Gen-
eral Grosvenor, and a few kindred
spirits.
