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Secretary Shaw, of the Treasury
Department, recently submitted to
the Senate—in response to a resolu-
tion introd “ced early this mouth by
Senator Daniel, of Virginia—all the
rulings and correspondence ou the
subject of the construction of the'
provison of the act of Amnzs.g
1894, relative to the sale o(tobweoé
by farmers and growers in pesson '
and by agents. The maiter is of
vital interest to the tobacco grow-
ers of Soutn Virginia and Southern
part of Maryland. '
“In a letter addressed to Mr. I.
M. Ryao, Martin, Tenn., Hoo. N. B. |
Scott, Collector of Internal Revenue,
employed this language: |
The farmer bas a right to sell and
deliver leaf tobacco of his own rais-
ing in the original hogshead, caseor
bale, or loose in the hands, butis
not permitted to stem, twist, roll,
plait, sweeten, cut or grind or other-
wise reduce the tobacco from its na-
tural ecndition in which it was cur-
ed on the farm and sell the same to

ploy an agent to travel from placeto
place and sell and deliver bis to-
bacco, but he may himself sell and
deliver the tobacco in any quantity.
If the tobacco is sold on sample by
an agent it must be delivered by
the farmer or grower directly to the
purchaser.

*““The views expressed in these
letters,”’ says Secretary Shaw by
way of commens, ‘‘bave been adher-
ed to and followed by the Bureau of
Internal ‘Revenue and acquiesced in
by the public. This isevidentfrom
the fact thatthere are no court de-
cisions upop the subject. It is due
to state, however, that the depart-
meont has never interferred with the
manifest right of the farmer to make
the negotiation of his ecrop through
his son or employer on the farm;
but the rulings cited have been
made for the purpose of preventing
the indiscriminate sale of the far-
mer’s crop throughout the confines
of the United States by agents in
competition with tax-paid tobacco.
