There seems to be an impression
in some guartors that editors do not
really have any serious hard work
to do. Not many days ago a young
boy in Raleigh, whose father isa
successful banker and who bas a re-
lative who is an editor, was asked
by his mother: ‘‘Son, who does the
most work, your fatheror Uncle X 7"’
The little fellow was astounded at
the questions and answered : ‘‘Un-
cle X does not do any work at all.
All he does is to sit at his desk and
read papers and write. He doesn’t
work."’

There may be grown up people
who entertain the same idea about
the work of an editor. In order to
show how erroneous their ideais we
give the following detailed account
of the daily labors of 3 North Caro-
line editor, as recounted by himself.
In the last issue of the Marshville
Home, Editor Green thus tells of how
he employs his time:

‘‘Somebody asked the editor of
this paper if beliked to work. Well,
no, not as anybody has ever heard
of. We generally get up at4o'clock
in the morning, light our lantern
(the one we took on an advertising
bill) feed the stock, milk the cow,
and then hang our reflecting lantern
on the wood house and cut wood un-
til daylight. Then we wake the
superintendent of our farm and con-
sult with him about the farm work.
It doesn’t do any good to wake him
before day. If we do he goes back
to sleep and gets his nap out, which
takes until sun-up, if he hasn’t been
'possum hunting in the early part
of the night. In the latter case he
doesn’'t get up when the sun does.
We then drive to town, cut wood
again for the office heater, look over
our mail whick sometimes has be-
tween cost and retail price an ad-
vertiser who wants to sell us some
of his stufl at cost and take the dif-
ference between costand retail price
in advertising in our publication,
and incidentally informs us that
other publishers are jumping at the
chance. After dumping that kind
of correspondence into the waste-
basket, we begin to fill our regular
position which is editor, foreman,
compositor, prool-reader, business
manager, advertisicg writer and so-
licitor, pressman, job-printer, re-
porter and for the past two weeks
we have been taking a little extra
work, such as distributing asecond-
band mailing list and putting our
own mailing list in type. We quit
the office about sun down, drive a
mile and a half home and proceed
again to feed up things, milk the
cow, cut and carry in wood and doa
hundred other little turns incident-
al to our occupation. Of course we
are a moderately busy man but we
can’t say we are especially fond of
work. We make this explanation
lest somebody might misrepresent

us by saying that we really: like to
work.”’
