To Fight Tuberculosis.

The proportion of deaths from tuberculosis,
(crmmonly called consumption), in the total
number of deaths from all causes, is 80 great
that it is & matter for serious consideration.
Two th d five hundred citizens of Mary-
land die from this awful scourge every year.
That means one person of every seven persons
who die, is a victim of “the great white
plsgue.” When it is remembered that a great
majority of the people who die from consump-
tion are between the ages of fifteen and thirty
years, or at a time when their earning power
should be approaching its maximum, the real
seriousness of the situation becomes apparect.
For the 252 persons who die each year from
this disease, anether 2500 new cases develop,
and these latter soon lose all, or neariy all, of
their power tosupport themselves, and become
dependent upon relatives or friends or upon
the community where they live.

It bas been proven beyond doubt, that tu-
berculosis is a disease that is communicable
from one person to another or to many people;

| that it is preventable and that it is curable.

What is the State of Maryland doing to pre-
vent its spread or to provide means of cure for
such of its citizens as are not able to provide
the means to curs themselves ?

The Legislature, in 1902, created a Tubercu-
losis Commission to study the disease as it af™
fects the State and to recommend measures
for its abatement. The Commission made a
thorough investigation and issued a
report. The recommendations of the Commis-
sion, that the nuisance of spitting in public
places shou!d constitute an offence; that phys-
icians should be required to report all cases of
