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On Tuesday last a jury found Un-
ited States Senator John H. Mitchel,
of Oregon, guilty of accepting mon-
ey for practicing before Departments
in Washington. When firstaccused
the Serator declared: "'l defy my
accusers. | have lived in this State
over 40 years. I have served inthe
["nited States Senate and [ defy any
man to charge mesuccessfully with
any conduct that is otherwise than
honorable. I am sure [ cannot be
connected in any way with any land
frauds, except by the grossest per-
jury of self-confessed and convicted
thieves and perjurers. [ am inno-
cent as a babe unborn.”’

Mr. Hay’s Death.—Secretary of
State John Hay died at his summer
home on Saturday, July 1st. Al-
though it 'had been known that for
a year or more Mr. Hay was far from
believing that he was on the road to
being a well man, it was the general
opinion here that his recent Euro-
pean tour would be the mears of res-
toring him to comparatively good
health. That he was greatly bene-
fited by the treatment he had re-
ceived at the baths is testified to by
ail who had the opportunity of see-
ing him after his return. The sud-
den attack of uraemia, which hesul-
fered a few days ago, while on his
way from Washington to his sum-
mer home in New Hampshire, was
thought to be only temporary. The
fact is, however, that for several
years the secretary had been a suf-
ferer from heart trouble, which is
believed to have developed shortly
alter the sudden death of his son
Adelbert. The sad circumstances
connected with this event leftan im-
pression upon Mr. Hay which time
failed to efface, and undoubtedly had
a deleterious effect upon his health.

WASHINGTON LETTER.
(From Our Regular Correspondent.)

The President of the United
States, the Hon. T. Rooseveit, is
getting himsell disliked by the thick
and thin party papers that have
always hitherto stood for anything
that the Republican administration
ever did. It comes up over the
rather remarkable correspondence
recently made public between Pre-
sident Roosevelt, Secretary Morton
of the Navy, Attorney-General
Moody and the special counse| de-
signated to investigate the charges
of rebate paying against the A, T.
& S. F. R R, with President Roose-
velt’s direct refusal to allow the
prosecution of Mr. Morton for his
participation in that rebate paying,
bears out what I have said in this
correspondence, touching on the
sincerity of the President regarding
railroad rate legislation. It proves
to my mind conclusively that the
whole thing is a farce, and that the
President’s strenuous announce-
ments that he proposed to put freight
rates under government control,
and mezke that an issue of his fall
campaign, was either a mere blind
to stave off tariff revision or else a
shrew, piece of work to create an
issue with which to further the in-
terests of Secretary Taft as a Presi-
dential candidate, and if successful,
to be used in building up an impreg-
nable Republican machine.

The remarkable bill of health,
which he gives to Mr. Morton in his
letter of June 12, has stunned rail-
road men. Nothing else. Every
railroad man knows that if rebates
were allowed, as between the A. T.
& F. R R, and the Colorado Fuel
and Iron Co., Mr. Morton as traffic
manager of the road must, of neces-
sity, have been cognizant. It could
uot be otherwise. The red tape of
railroad oflices is scarcely less than
that of Government bureaus. If re-
bates were given to the fuel and
iron company, or anybody else, the
checks and vouchers therefor must,
perforce, have passed through Mr.
Morton’s hands. It is simply in-
counceivable that such things should
obtain in the management of a rail-
road without the knowledge of the
man who is at the head of the traffic
department, as Secretary Morton
was. Either the statement made by
him to the President, and on which
Prssident Roosevelt's whitewashlng
letter was based is untrue, orSecre-
tary Morton was not a good railroad
man, and that never has been as-
serted at any time in the many years
he has been conzected with the rail-
roads. As a matter of fact his repu-
tation among railroad men as a re-
bate payer was paramount to any
other. That these rebates have
been paid by officers of the traffic
department under Mr. Morton with-
out his knowledge and consent, and
contrary to his direction, is simply
impossible.

Such a thing could not happen in
any railroad office in this country
and every railroad man is satisfied
of it. Another thing which this re-
markable correspondence develops
is the fact that the position of the
railroad companies, that existing

laws are sufficient to punish any in-
fraction of them, is correct; is made
evident to any one who is willing to
see that fact. Messrs. Judson and
Harmon have proved this so con-
clusively as to call for executive in-
terference in order to protect an old
and warm personal friend. The
special counsel found a way under
the so-called Elkin's law and the
provisions of the Sherman Act to
punish not only the railroads but
the officers of those railroads. And
when the way is found, the Presi-
dent of the United States steps in
and says it shall not be used effec-
tive because it happens to hit one of
his friends. The crux of the whole
matter, therefore, seems to be that
the country has law enough to pun-
ish any offender among railroad
men who may make rebates and dis-
criminations in favor of individuals
or localities, but that law is not,and
has not been enforced to its extent,
as therailroadsclaim. Thisstrange
correspondence would seem to indi-
cate further that President Roose-
velt, at least, does not want it en-
forced.

Such being the case, it is impos-
sible to believe in the sincerity of
President Roosevelt's expressed de-
sire 0 ‘‘punish the railroad com-
panies,’’ as he is pleased to term it,
for violation of the law. It would
seem apparent instead that what he
really wants is a power of absolute
control over the companies through
rate regulation so that they may be
used to advance his political inter-
est or those of his successor in the
Presidential chair. It also agrees
with my contention in previous let-
ters that this whele railway rate re-
gulation agitation is only a device of
the protected industries to stave off
and smother for a time at least, all
propositions for sucn tariff revision
as are now urgently demanded for
the relief of the people and to sup-
ply the deficit now existing in the
government treasury, and that Pre-
sident Roosevelt is a party to the
scheme. If his back sommersaults
and gyrations do not mean this then
I am hunting for the man who can
explain them to me.

People who think that Roosevelt
is a little tin deity, should study
some of his inconsistencies. He
can side-step a proposition quicker
than Hades can scorch a feather.
Just watch him.

As a plea for the shipper and the
grower of fruits and his rights to
make contracts with the people who
can serve his interests best without
the interference of the law makers
of the country, the testimony of Mr.
F. S. Gurney, of Hart, Michigan, is
about the best that was made before
the Senate Committee on Interstate
Commerce, during the hearings re-
cently adjourned. My interest in
this matter was excited because this
has been the cause of the man behind
the hoe and he has the right to have
his side of the story go out tothe peo-
plesothat they may say to their mem-
ber of Congress what it seems right
and best that they say to him before
he comes here next fall tomake laws.
I gavea part of Mr. Haat's testi-
mony in my letter of last week. He
is a grower of peaches and he went
on to say: ‘“‘Every dollar that has
ever gome into those peaches the
peach grower put in. He has to
educate himself when he buys the
land, and he has to put money in it
when he plants his trees, and he has
to put in the money when he kills
the San Jose scale, and he keeps
putting in money until those peaches
land on the desk or the counter
stall of some commission man. That
is the reason the commission men
are here. Did you ever conmsider
when these commission men are
talking to you that they never paid
one dollar of these excessive frieght
charges or icing charges that they
talk about? I do not represent the
people of western Michigan, but 1
am here to say that we have a very
long strip of country along the west
shore of Lake Michigan that raises
large quantities of fruit, and I am
here to say that 1 voice the senti-
ments of 90 per cent. of the fruit
growers of western Michigan when
I say that the Armour service is
the best service we ever had. I
would rathe. pay $50 or $60 for the
icing charges on their car to Bos-
ton, when I know that car is going
to land there in good condition,
than to pay $5 or $10 for a poor ser-
vice and then lose a car of peaches. "’

Senator Kean, of New Jersey,
then asked the question: ‘‘Then
you are satisfied with existing con-
ditions?"’

‘‘We are satisfied,”” said Mr. Gur-
ney. "‘I want to say this further,
that those rates are published, and
every man knows what the icing
charges are, what his freight is,
and we are perfectly satisfied; and,
futher than that, if you should make
a ruling, or recommend the Inter-
state Commerce Commission to make
aruling, that the charges are too high
for this icing, and the Armour car
people should say, ‘We can not fur-
nish it for any less,’ why, it would
ruin me and our whole country, be-
cause we would be compelled to go
to Chicago and” Milwaukee and go
into the hands of the commission

men, and there would be a glut
there every day. We had the Ar-
mour car line four or five years,
aad in 1890 and in 1900 the commis-
sion men, not the growers, made
such a how! about it that the Armour
car line would not come in and our
railroad would not contract with
them, and for two years we did not
make a cent. We went to the Ar-
mour car line ourselves. We ap-
pointed a committee to go to Chicago
to get them to come back, and they
told us what they would do, and
we said, ‘That is what we want.’
Now we get the service. Further,
our road—the Pere Marquette road
—a year ago had only 110 refrigera-
tor cars. Our town alone on the
first of August would bave evefy
one of those cars out in five days,
and where wonld we be? Now,
when the Armour car company
comes that way, why, you can get
all the cars you want, and we get
them when we want them.”'

There is the shippers and the
growers of fruit side of this story
that the refrigerator people are
charging exorbitant prices for their
service. It completely refutes the
statements of the commission mer-
chant trust. The shipper and the
growe ought to know what they

want and Congress ought tosee that | th:

they get it. If Congress goes to
monkeying with this matter and
places the shipper and the grower
at the mercy of the Interstate Com-
merce Commission then it will be a
piece of meddlesome Mattie business
and a postive injustice to the ship-
per and the grower in the country.
An honest man can come to no other
conclusion.
