Even Secretary Shaw,
who cherishes large sized presiden-
tial aspirations of his own, fears the
result of Mr. (Loot's accession tothe
Secretaryship of State, fears it so

much that he is almost inclined to
give up the fight for which ho has
ahead been making elaborate pre-

parations.

What becomes of the presidential

aspirations with which Secretary

Taft has been credited is not known

and Mr. Taft is not here to s|ieuk
for himself, but it is intimated by
those on the inside of Republican

politics that Mr. Taft will receive
compensation in the form of a pro-

mise from Mr. (Loot of the Chief
J usticeehip of the Supreme Court
in the event that Melville W. Fuller
is nut sufficiently accommodating

either to resign or die during the
present administration. Mr. Taft
is essentially a lawyer and bo would
dearly love to preside over the Su-
preme Hunch. That is a life posi-
tion whereas the presidency may
nut last more than four years,— can-

not last to exceed eight in any
event,—and besides Mr. Taft might

not command sufficient support to

secure the nomination, whereas Mr.
(Loot, who has the absolute confidence
of the Wall Street crowd could,
doubtless, with the assistance of the
President, command the nomination
and would then be subjected only
to the danger of defeat at the polls,
a danger which will pruvesinall un-
less the Democrats bestir themsel-
ves and perfect a stronger and abler
organ iicatiou than they now possess,
between now and the summer of
1908.

News has reached here from Tokyo
and St. Petersburg which has been
interpreted to mean that the first
formal meeting of the peace confer-
ence between Russia and Japan will
occur in Washington on August 1,
iu accordance with the earnest re-
presentations of the President that
all possible expedition should be
used to prevent, in so far as may
be, further loss of life in Manehuria.
It is now expected that the plenipo-
tentiaries will hold one formal meet-
ing in Washington, after which they
will adjourn to meet at some sea
shore city in New England. It is
further expected that the plenipo-
tentiaries, with their respective
suites, will embark at Washington
on naval vessels which will be pro-
vided for the purpose, and will sail
directly to Oyster Bay, there to

pay their respects to the President,
before proceeding to such place as
may be ultimately selected for their
summer meetings. Whatever place
may be selected for the meetings of
the plenipotentiaries during the
hot weather, it is assumed that they
will return to the national capital
for their final conference and will
here sign “the treaty of Washing-
ton” which, it is expected, will be
the product of their conference. It
would surprise no one if the meet-
ings extended over a considerable
period of time, say three or four

mouths, and it is expected that be-
fore the time comes for the signing
of a treaty the temperature in the
national capital will have become
once more bearable.
