Woodpeckers Moke Birdseye-

Maples.

“When a man has spent eight
years and more than *75,4*10 in
studying the ways of wild things.”
said Greenleaf Davis, “it won Id
seem as If he should know some-
thing about the nature of animals
sod birds, but 1 am obliged to own
that I am more ignorant today than
I was when my father came here
from Massachusetts and built asaw-
mill in 1821. when I was 9 years
old* He left all bis property to me,
including miles of timber lands and
money in bank, and 1 have spent
all of it except this spot where my
camp stands.

"What have I accomplished?
That depends very much upon how
you look at it. The way the world
sees things, my life has been wast-
ed. Instead of being rich lam very
poor, so poor that the town keeps
me in the almshouse free of cost
through the cold weather. I have
almost assured myself of very many
facte, though I am not absolutely
certain concerning any except two. 1

“The first
pecker that digs a bole in a tree for
a nest chooses the east side. I
have spent more than half a century
studying woodpeckers. Within
half a mile of my camp are 612 wood-
pecker nests. 1 have the largest
collection of woodpeckers in the
world, though none of them is tame
or more than half domesticated. I
have spent as much as #250 in a year

buying meat to feed the wood-
peckers. Nobody living or dead
has studied the woodpeckers so
much as I have, but the sum of my
knowledge is very small.

“Iknow that those birds insist
on having the hole that enters their
nests face the east, because I have
waited until the eggs were laid in
the holes in posts 1 had put out and
then turned the posts about. I
have done this when the birds were
away, and never has any bird con-
tinued to incubate her young when
the holes was changed from due
east. 1 think the woodpeckers
chouse an eastern aspect for the
reason that they can know when
the sun is up. They are all early
risers, and having no alarm clock
they make sun dials of their nests.

“Mysecond discovery is of some
commercial use. For hundreds of
years lumbermen and cabinet mak-
ers have been studying to learn
what causes maple wood to assume
the mottled and spotted form known
as *bird-eye. ’ In a hundred rock
maple trees perhaps one is a birds-
eye. Nobody can pick the specific
tree out by inspecting the bark or
the manner of growth. You may
have to chop two hundred trees be-
fore you find one, but it is worth
the sacrifice.

“Fact is, the woodpeckers make
all the birds eye maple there is in
the world. In flying about the
woods they come to a rock maple
tree that yields very sweet sap in
the season when sap is running.
Most birds like sweets —woodpeck-
ers are very foqd of sugar. Having
found a tree yielding a large per
cent, of sugar the birds peck holes

. in the trunk and then stand against
the bark and drink the sap as it
oozes out.

“After the sap has ceased to flow
and the trees have leaved out new
wood and bark form in those small
boles. The pecking and sapgather-
ing goes on for years until the tree,
having given up so much sap to the
birds, begins to furnish fluid con-
taining less sugar.

'

In ten or
twelve years after the birds quit a
tree the boles are all grown up, and
nobody can pick out* the big birds-
eye from other trees that the wood-
peckers did not visit.

“More than fifty years ago 1
started in to induce the wookpeck-
ers to help me make birdsoye maples.
This spring I bad more than one
thousand birds in my employ for
two months. On the sidebili over-
looking my camp are about three
hundred birdseye maples of my own
make. I know every one of them
though nobody else can guess at the
valuable tress. IfI live a few years
longer I am going to begin cutting,
after which 1 shall have more mone)*

than I can spend. If I die I have
left a record of every tree, so that
the Audubon Society can market the
wood and devote the money to giv-
ing protection to woodpeckers.”

Proclamation.
WHEREAS, at the January Scorn of

the General Ajaeabij of Maryland, held
in the year of Our Lord, one thousand
nine hundred and four, two bills were
passed, one proposing an amendment to
Section 1 of Article 1 of the Constitu-
tion of the State, the other proposing an
amendment to Section M of Article 3of
the Constitution of the Bute, which said
bills are in the words following, to wit:

CHAPTER M.
AN ACT to amend Section 1 of Article

1 of the Constitution of this State aad
to provide for the submission of said
amendment to the qualified voter* of
this Stite for adoption or rejection.
Sncrion 1. Belt enacted by the Gene-

ral Assembly of Maryland (three-fifths of
all the members ofeach of the two Houses
concorriag). That the following section
be and the same is hereby proposed as
an amendment to Section I of Article 1
of the Constitution of this State, aad if
adopted by the legal and qualified voters
thereof, as herein provided, it shall su-
persede and stand in place and stead of
Section 1 of said Article 1.

SncTtoN 1. Allelectioas by the people
shall be by ballot. Every male citizen of
the United States, whether native born
or naturalized, of the age of 31 years or
upwards, who has resided in this State
for one year and in the Legislative dis-
trict of Baltimore city or in the county
in which he may offer to vole for ala
months next preceding the election, and
who duly registered as a
quatlfien voter, an provided in this Arti-
cle, shell b* entitled to vote in the ward
or election district in which he resides
at all elections hereafter to be held in
this State 4 and in case any county or
city shall be so divide*) as to form por-
tions of different electoral districts for
the election of Representatives in Con-
gress, Senators, Delegates or other offi-
cers, then, to entitle a person to vote for
such officer, he mast have been a resi-
dent of that part of the connty or city
which shall form a part of the electoral
district in which he offers to vote for six
months next preceding the election, bat
a person who shall have acquired a resi-
dence in such county or city, entitling
him to vote at any such election, shall be
entitled to vote in the election district
from which he removed until he shall
have acquired a residence in the part of
the connty or city to which be has re-
moved. Every such male citizen of the
United States having the above-prescrib-
ed qualifications of age and residence
shall be entitled to be registered so as to
become a qualified voter if be be—

First—A person able to read any sec-
tion of the Constitution of this State
submitted to him by the officers of regw-
tration and to give a reasonable explan-
ation of the same ; or if unable to read
such section is able to understand out!
give a reasonable explanation tliereof
when read to him by the registration of-
ficers; or

Second—A person who on the first day
nf January, lS<i9, or prior thereto, was
entitled to vote under the laws of this
State or of any other State of the United
States wherein ho then resided; or

Third—Any male lineal descendant of
such last mentioned (tersoti who may be
twenty-one (21) years of age or over in
the year 1900.

No person not thus qualified by coming
under someone of theabove descriptions
shall be entitled to be registered as a
qualified voter, nor be entitled to vote.

SctTiu.v 2. And be it further enacted,
That the foregoing section hereby pro-
posed us amendment to the Constitution
of this State shall be at the next general
election for meiiiliers of the General Vs-
sembly to lie held in this State submitted
to the legal and qualified voters thereof
fur their adoption or rejection in pursu-
ance of the direction contained in Ar-
ticle XIV of the Constitution, and at said
election the vote on said proposed amend-
ment shall be by ballot, and upon each
ballot there shall lie written or printed tbe
words ‘‘For the Constitutional Amend-
ment,” or ‘‘Against tbe Constitutional
Amendment,” as tbe voters shall elect;
and immediately after said election due
returns shall be made to the Governor of
tbe vote on said proposed amendment us
directed by tbe stud XlVth Article of tbe
Constitution.

This is to certify that this engrossed
document proposing an Amendment to
the Constitution of the State of Maryland,
the original of which was passed by tbe
Senate by yeas and nays, more than three-
fifths ofall mem tiers elected voting in the
affirmative, on March 3, 1904.

CHAPTER 97.
AM ACT to Mend Section Mof Article 3of

the Constitution of *****Sute.
ttaenn*!. Be Itenacted by the General As-

sembly of Maryland 1three-fifths of all tbe
mrin)*-rs of the two Houses concurring), That
tbe foliowiny section be and tbe ease ie here-
by propoeed as an amendment to tbe Consti-
tution. of this State, and if adopted by tbe lo-
yal and qualified voters thereof, as herein pro-
vided. it shall supersede aad stand ia tbe place
and stead ofSection 34 of Article 3 of said Coo-
ttltuUoo.

Section 34. No debt shall be hereafter con-
tracted bv tbe General Assembly unless such
debt shell be sutharized by a law providing
for tbe collection of an annual tax or taxes
sufficient to pay tbe interest on such debt as it
falls due, and also to discharge tbe principal
thereof within fifteen yean from tbe time of
epntracUoy the tame, end tbe taxes laid for
tbit purpose shall nut be repealed or applied
to any other object until tbe said debt and in-
terest thereon shall be fullydischarged. Tbe
credit of the State shall not in any manner be
given or loanodjo. or in aid of any individual,
association or corporation; nor shall tbe Gen-
eral Assembly have the power in any mode to
involve the State in tbe construction of works
of internal Improvement, nor in granting any
aid thereto which shall Involve tbe faith eg
credit of tbe State; nor make any appropria-
tion therefor, except in aid of the cocmtructton
ofworks of internal improvement in tbe coun-
ties ofSt. Mary's, Charles and Calvert, which
had no direct advantage from such works ss
have been heretofore sided by tbe State; andprovided that such aid. advances or appropri-
ations shall not exceed in tbe aggregate the
sum ofUvc hundred thousand dollars.and they
shall not use or appropriate tbe proceeds of
tbe internal improvement 00m pen lea, or of the
State tax now levied or which may hereafter
be levied to pay off tbe public debt, to any oth-er purpose until tbe interest and debt are fat-
ly paid, or tbe staking fund shall be equal tothe amount of the outstanding debt; but Urn
General Assembly may. without laying a tax.
borrow an amount never to exceed fiftythou-
sand dollars to meet temporary deficiencies in
the treasury, and may contract debts to soy
amount that may be necessary for the defense
of tbe State.

But nothing la this section or in this Constt-
tution contained shall deprive tbe General As-sembly of tbe Power toapportion amongst aad
to appropriate to the city of Baltimore aad tbe
several counties of tbe State out of any funda
in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, a
mb of money not exceeding four hundred
thousand dollars each rear, to be expended
only in tbe construction and maintenance ofpublic roods and highways under aad ia ne-
cordaooe with such regulations a* tbe General
Assembly may from t&Mto time prescribe.
