In the bur-
ry of getting the supplement printed
and bringing it home in time for this
issue there may be found slight
typographical errors in the names
of the candidates, but in all oth-
er and in the essential particu-
lars the supplement will be correct.
In the press of matter on our hands
this week we can say but little to
our fellow Democrats, but this we
know, that there is but one safe,
plain, palpable and straightforward
course for them to take, and that is
to vote the regularly nominated
ticket straight and to adjourn the
manifestations of jealousies, dislikes
and disappointments to safer times
than the present.

CRY OF TMcTbALLOTS 7
Saint Mary’s Republicans Make
Charge And Democrats Deny It.

Democratic leaders of St. Mary’s
county, who came to the city yester-
day, assert that they have nipped
in the bud an attempt upon the part
of the fusion candidates there to
make it appear that the Supervisors
of Elections are preparing to spring
more “trick"ballots this fall.

It developed, however, that while
the form of the ballot will be in ac-
cordance with the law there will ap-
pear upou it the names of candidates
so like those of the Fusion men that
the illiterate voter may have great
trouble telling them apart. Upon
good authority it is said that peti-
tions have already been filed nomi-
nating a candidate for the State
Senate, and also for the House of
Delegates from the “People’s party.

’’

The “People’s party’’ candidates,
said to have been named and who
are are assured of a position on the
ballot, are:

For Senate—'Thomas B. Greenwell.
For Houne of Delegates—Thomas M.

Wilkinson and John M. Jones.
The similarity these

names and those of the Independent
Democratic candidate for the Senate,
who bus also been nominated by the
Republican convention, and the re-
gular Republican candidates for the
House of Delegates can be seen at a
glance. This is the Republican
ticket in St. Mary’s:

For Senate —Dr. F. F Greenwell.
For House of Delegates—W. T. Wilkin-

son and Stephen McK. Jones.
The Republicans from St. Mary’s

denounce the “People’s party”
ticket as a Democratic trick. In
that county the Wilson ballot law,
abolishing all party denominations,
is in operation, and nothing but the
names of the candidates appears
upon the ballot.

Dr. Greenwell Made Charge.
The story of the alleged trick bal-

lots was first brought to the city by
Dr. Greenwell. He first went to
Attorney-General Bryan, to whom
he declared that the supervisors
were preparing a ballot, part of
which would be printed in heavy
black letters and part in very thinand light letters. The purpose of
this was, be said, to confuse the
illiterate voter and make it impos-
sible for him to pick out his party
candidate. Dr. Greenwell later, it
is said, went to Republican State
headquarters, and is understood to
have based bis belief that the super-
visors were going to print the offi-
cial ballot in an unusual form by
the appearance of the sample Dem-
ocratic ballots which have been dis-tributed in the county. On these
the names of the Democratic candi-
dates are printed in heavy, black
type, while those of the opposition
are in the other and lighter type.

Attorney-General Bryan askedDr Greenwell to make bis statement
in writing, and, after receiving it,
sent the following letter to Governor
Warfield.

“I received the inclosed letter in

this morning’s mail. I forward It
to you without any opinion as to the
correctness or incorrectness of the
statements made in it. Ills, I think,
clear that it was the intention of the
statute that the squares in front of
the names of all candidates and in
front of all questions to be voted
upon by the people in which the
voter is to make his cross mark shall
be uniform in size and in appearance
and that none of the squares shall
have either a heavier or a lighter
boundary mark than the others.
Without expressing or, indeed, hav-
ing any opinion in regard to the
form or appearance of the ballot in
contemplation, it occurs to me that
it might bfc a reasonable precaution
against any possible abuse for you
to request the Board of Supervisors
for St. Mary's county to submit the
proof of the ballot prepared by them
to you for approval before it is finally
printed."

Mr. Bryan Satisfied.

Late in the afternoon, after this
letter bad been sent. Dr. Walter B.
Dent, one of the Democratic Super-
visors of Saint Mary’s, who bad
heard of the charges of Dr. Green-
well, called upon Mr. Bryan and de-
nied them absolutely. After bear-
ing Dr. Dent’s statement, Mr. Bryan
wrote sa follows to the Governor:

“Dr. Dent told me that be had
beard of the charges in relation to
the form of the ballot in St. Mary’s
county. He assured me that those
charges were without foundation,
and be said that be would be very
glad to submit the proof of the ballot
to you, to me or to both of us. It is
fair to Dr. Dent that I should state
be made this offer before I bad read
him my letter of this morning to you.
in which I bad suggested that it
would be a reasonable precaution
for you to ask the board of supervis-
ors to let you see the proof of the
ballot.

“Dr. Dent came to my office for
the purpose of submitting the ballot
to me. He will not be able toobtain
the proof from the printer until to-
morrow. Tomorrow, unfortuuately,
I have to be in the Court of Appeals
on State business.

“Dr. Dent will call on you in the
morning with the proof of the ballot.

“Iwas very glad to see Dr. Dent,
because my conversation with him
made me feel that there is no reason-
able ground for believing that there
will not be an honest and genuine
attempt on the part of the Board of
Supervisors in St. Mary's county to
conduct a fair and impartial elec-
tion."—Sun.

The Gov. Approves the Ballot.
Dr. Walter B. Dent, president of

the Board of Election Supervisors
for St. Mary’s county, called on
Governor Warfield today and show-
ed him a copy of the official ballot to
be voted in the November election.
Later be also called on Attorney
General Bryan. Dr. Dent’s visit
was due to the charge made by the
Republicans of St. Mary’s county
that improperly printed ballots would
be used. After inspecting careful-
ly the proof of the ballot brought to
him by Dr. Dent, the Governor pro-
nounced it regular in every respect,
and said that be could find nothing
wrong with it. Dr. Dent declares
that the copy was the only kind of
ballot that the Supervisors were ar-
ranging to put before the voters. —

Baltimore, October 19th, 1905.

The State Central Committee met
yesterday and was the second cause
in four weeks to gather together
here prominent Democrats from all
Maryland. Carrol county contribu-
ted the information that one Demo-
crat, who always votes the Republi-
can ticket, opposes the amendment,
and there are said to be four of the
same ilk in Wicomico; from the rest of
the State came the tale of harmony,
alluded to last week, with additions
in the shape of the assurance that
many Republicans make no bones of
their intention to vote for the suf-
frage-restricting constitutional
amendment. Under the circum-
stances, it was bard for these visi-
tors to understand the situation in
Baltimore yet the negroes may be
counted on this time, if never before,
to vote with their white friends(?)
and some of the foreigners are said to
be uneasy, in spite of the fact that
tbj amendment if adopted will cost
no white man bis vote. The mana-
gers of the campaign, while confident
of success, are clearly alive to the
strength of the beterogenious ele-
ments which constitute the opposi-
tion. They want the counties to
roll the majority up in as large a
wave as possible; they are taking
do chances whatever through over-
confidence and for the first time in
years are appealing to white women
to influence votes.

United States Senator Isidor Ray-
nor has taken the open against the
amendment. He shook bis fist at it
vigorously with a six column shake
in the advertising section of the Sun
on Wednesday morning, but bis ire
willscarcely cause surprise, while
his platitudes and flowers elucidate
no point that had not been discover-
ed before. Some of the people who
do not like Mr. Rayner, may be
surprised at his taking any stand
in the matter at all, but since be
does leave cover it is bard to see
how he could be at all conspicuous
in any other attitude. True, every
one or nearly every one of the men
whose votes in 1904 made him the
United States Senator that he is
now, favor the measure which be
opposes; still he represents only
himself ip this instance and has a
perfect right to honest convictions,
even though they place him close,
shoulder toshoulder, withthose stal-
warts of the Republican camp, the
Governor of Maryland and his Attor-
ney General. With his followers op
posed to him in this campaign it is
difficult to see how Mr. Rayner's
late-taken altitude can do the amend-
ment serious barm.

Interest in the canvass of 1907 isstill as keen as ever and still bolds
second place in political gossip; it
was stirred into newer life this
week through the launching, down
the political ways by some of hisadmirers, of Colonel Buchanan

Schley’s candidacy for Governor. I
Ex-Governor Frank Brown. General *
L. Victor Bsufrhiiuw, Slate Trea-
surer Murray Vandiver and Gov-
ernor Edwin Warfield are already
in the running; £oionel Schley
makes the fifth aspirant for honors
in this direction. Ex Governor
Brown and Governor Warfield were
among the prominent visitors to the
Hagerstown Fair last week; the
Governor rode in state through the
thriving western metropolis with a
hand leading bis procession; the
ex-Governor in his well-known,
Democratic way mingled with the
crowd, greeted old friends, and en-
joyed, if not as heartily as a boy, at
least as heartily as any of the other
“farmers", the wonders of the fair.

As is always the case at this stage,
speculation is rife as to who will be
the presiding officers this winter in
the General Assembly. All such
speculation is necessarily more or
less based on that most unsubstan-
tial of foundations, the word “if”;
still “if" Mr. Thomas H. Robinson
of Harford is re-elected to the Sen-
ate, (and the men of bis county seem
positive of his success) the consen-
sus of opinion would seem to indi-
cate him for the next President.
Such a selection must appeal to all
right-mindetFmen, for Mr. Robinson
as the “Senator from Harford" dur-
ing the past two sessions, not only
well represented bis county, but
made a clean, fearless record for
himself, of which any man might
well be proud. For the House
Speakership, and based on the same
“if”,the man most talked of at pres-
ent, is Carviile D. Her son, a young
lawyer of Baltimore county, one of
the Democratic leaders in 1904 and
a conspicuous figure throughout
that session.

Simpers* Boyhood.

Like hundreds of others who can
trace their ruin to the outlaw race-
track of Elkton and Iron Hill, John
M. Simpers, the murderer of Albert
Constable, who was bung Friday
last, can so lay the blame of mis-
spent life.

Born within a few hundred yards
of the fair grounds at Elkton, young
Simpers spent almost his entire time
around the track. There he grew
to learn all about crap-shooting, rac-
ing and touting. He worked little,
yet every penny be went
to the crap game, and it was not a
long or difficult jump from the crap
table to the first theft.

His stepfather, named Marquee,
or Marquis, was also a devotee of
the track, and employed his time in
making bo ks and otherwise keep-
ing busy at the outlaw tracks. Five
years ago this man was robbed of
about $2,100 while on bis way home
from the track. Young Simpers was
charged with the robbery, and was
driven from home. Then he began
leading the roving life which ulti-
mately led him to robbery, horse
stealing and murder near his form-
er home.

There was never a direct charge
made against young Simpers regard-
ing the $2,100, but itnever was beard
of again, and no one was ever ar-
rested on the charge. Simpers al-
ways denied ifstoutly, and declared
he was nowhere near his stepfather
at the time.—Exchange.

Allelections by the |*eople
shall be by baUot. Every mole cittxeu of
the United States, whether native born
or naturalised, of the age of 21 years or
upwards, who has resided in this State
for one year and in the Legislative dis-
trict of Baltimore city or in the couuty
in whieu he may oiler to vote for six

months next preceding the election, and
who moreover is duly registered os a
qualified voter, as provided in this Arti-
cle, -shall be entitled to vote in the ward
or election district in which be resides at
all elections hereafter to be held in this
State; and in case any county or city
shall be so divided as to form portions
of different electoral districts lor the elec-
tion of Representatives in Congress,
Senators, Delegates or other uthcers.
then, to entitle a person to vote fur such
officer, be must have been a resident of
that part of the county or city which
shall form a part of the electoral district
in which be offers to vote for six mouths
next preceding the election, but a person
who shall have acquired a residence in
such county or city, entitling him to vote
at any such election, shall be entitled to
vote in the election district from which
he removed until be shall have acquired a
residence in the part of the county or
city to which be has removed. Every
such male citiieu of the United States
having the above-prescribed qualifica-
tions of kge and residence shall be enti-
tled to be registered so us to become a
qualified voter ifbe be—

First—A person able to read any sec-
tion of the Constitution of this State sub-
mitted to him by the officers of registra-
tion and to give a reasonable explana-
tion of the samp; or ifunable to read such
section is able to understand aud give a
reasonableexplauatiou thereof when read
to him by the registration officers; or

Second—A person who on the first day
of January, IBGB, or prior thereto, was
entitled to vote under the laws of this
State or of any other State of the United
States wherein be then resided: or

Third—Any male lineal descendant of
such last-mentioned person who may be
twenty-one (21) years of age or over in
the year 180 G.

No person not thus qualified bycoming
under some one of the above descriptions
shall be entitled to be registered us a
qualified voter, nor be entitled to vote.

CHAPTER 87.
AN ACT to amend Section 34 of Articled

of the Constitution of this State.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Gen-

eral Assembly of Maryland (three-fifths
of aU the members ufthetwoliousescon-
curriug,) That the following section be
and the same k hereby proposed as an
amendment to the Constitution of this
State, and if adopted by the legal and
qualified voters thereof, as herein pro-
vided, it shall supersede and stand in the
place and stead of Section 34 of Artick 3
of said Constitution.

tion therefor, except in aid of the construction
ofworks of internal Improvement In tbecoun-

have been heretofore aided by the State; andprovided that such aid. advances or appropri-
ations shall not exceed in the aggrewate the
sots of fivehundred thousand dollars, and they

this section shall be liable for indictment,
and shall upon conviction, be lined nut
less than fifty (SSO) dollars, nor more
than one hundred ($100) dollars (or each
offense; one-half ofthe hue shall be paid to
the informer, and the other half to the
County Commissioners for the use of pub-
lic roads.

Section 106. Any person who shall
make any bet ur wager upon the result of
any election to take place in this State
shall lie liable to indictment, and upon
conviction thereof shall be lined nut lees
than fifty (SSO) dollars, to be paid to the
State fur the use of the school fund. Every
deposit of money in any part of tbisState,
as a bet or wager upon the result of any
election of this State or elsewhere, shall
be forfeited and paid over to the County
Commissioners of the county where de-
posited (or the use of the county; or, if
deposited in the City of Baltimore, to the
Mayor aud City Council.
