GEN. MscIVER DEAD.

A Sketch of hie Sire misue Life.
Major-Gen. Henry Ronald Dowries

Maelver. a veteran of eighteen ware
and a soldier of fortune who bee re-
ceived many medsls fordistinguish-
ed service from sovereigns the world
over, died May 6. 1907, in a board-
ing house at 228 W. 22nd St.. New
York. He got hie title of Ma-
jor-General in the Confederate
army, but in the course of advan-
turouse life he acquired many others,
among them ensign in the Sepoy
mutiny la India; Lieutenant under
Garibaldi la Italy; Captain under
the Emperor Maximilian; Colonel
under Napoleon 111, Inspector of
Cavalry lor the Khedive of Egypt,
and Chief of Cavalry and General of
Brigade of the army of King-Milan
of Servia. Ha was the author of
“Under Fourteen Flags," publish-
ed in 1888, which gave bis story up
to that date.

Gen. Maelver had lived in New
York of late and about two mouths
ago engaged s room from Mrs. Mabel
Campbell at the Twenty-second
street bouse. He often spoke of his
wife, long since dead, and of bis
married daughter, now living in
London According to tbs General
there bad been an estrangement be-
tween him and bis daughter, but it
was happily settled only a few days
ago. He spent much time in com-
piling a series of reminiscences,
which were completed and submit-
ted for publication last week. Ac-
cording to Mrs. Campbell he expect-
ed to fall heir shortly to a fortune in
Scotland by virtue of being the last
living person in a long line of ‘no-
bility. It is said that be intended
getting married soon.

The General apparently bad been
in robust health, but on Sunday
night he complained of not feeling
well. When be did not put in bis
appearance as usual on Monday
morning Mrs. Campbell went to bis
room. He appeared to be asleep.
Not being sbie torouse him she call-
ed Dr. W. F. Varooe of 232 West
Twenty second street, who said that
be had been dead for several hours.
Coroner’s Physician Lebane later
gave the cause as nephritis. The
body was removed to the Stephen
Merritt undertaking establishment
where, it was said late last night,
no one had called to claim it. A
valise full of papers and a small
amount of money were found in the
room. There was nothing in the
papers to reveal the address of rela-
tives or friends.

Gen. Maelver was born Decem-
ber 25, 1841. at sea just off the coast
of Virginia. His mother was a Doug-
las of Virginiaand hisfather was Ron-
ald Maelver, a younger son of the
chief of the Clan Maelver. In or-
der that be might be educated be
was sent when 10 years old to an
uncle. Gen. Donald Graham, in
Edinburgh. He got a commission
five years later as ensign in the
Honorable East Indian Company
and at 16 was fighting in the
Indian mutiny. He was wound-
ed and for a time bis con-
dition was considered critical. Fol-
lowing this be served in the ten
years war in Cuba, in Brazil, in
Crete, in Greece, in two Caxlist
revolutions in Spain, in Bosnia and
for four years in this country’s civil
war, most of the time under Stone-
wall Jackson and Jeb Stuart. He
was wounded four times in the civil
war.

Just after the civil war be was in-
terested in an expedition which
met with failure, as many of bis
ventures did. Its members called
themselves the Knights of Arabia
and tbeir object was to seize and
colonize an island. The expedition
set sail from San Francisco. One

was that they intended to
subjugate the blacks of Hayti and
form a republic for wbits men in
which slavery would be recognized.

As one of the leaders of this filibus-
tering expedition Maelver was ar-
rested by Gen. Phil Sheridan and
spent some time in prison.

Gen. Maelver fought several duels,
in two of which be killed his ad-
versary. In one of bis numerous
scrapbooks is an account of one of
his duels written by a war corres-
pondent at Vicksburg st the closeof
the civil war. It tells how Geo.
Maelver. accompanied by Major Gil-
lespie, met, just outside of that city.
Major Tonlin of Vermont of the
United States ArtilleryVolunteers.
The combat was with sabres. Mac-
Iver ran Tonlin through the body.
In the words of the writer:

“The Confederate officer wiped
his sword on bis handkerchief. In
e few seconds Major Tonlin expired,
iOne of Major Maelver's seconds

called to hint. ‘He is dead, you
must go. These gentlemen willlook
alter the body el their friend.’ A
negro boy brought up the horse,
but before mounting Maelver said
to Major TooUn's seconds: ‘My
friends are in basts for me to go.
Is there anything that 1 can do? I
hope that you consider this matter
has bass settled honorably. ’

“There being no reply, the Con-
federates node n way."

On bia way to join Maximilian’s
army in Mexico Maelver was captur-
ed by Indians and held lor a Broth.
Uter hncnw big fighting at Mon-
terey. where lor personal bravery
be received the title of Count and
the order of Guadeloupe. When
Maximilian was executed Maelver
moved on to Rio de Janeiro, where
two months later he was wearing
the uniform of Emperor Dom Pedro
sad with the rank of Lieutenant-
Colonel was in command of the for-
eign legion of the armies of Baazil
and Argentina, fighting against
Paraguay. This band was nearly
wiped out by cholera, to which Mac-
Iver fell a victim. Upon bis recov-
ery he found that the legion bad
been sent to the front, where it was
disbanded. He then went to Glas-
gow and later enlisted in the Cretan
insurrection. After this be crossed
to Athens and served against the
brigands in Kisissia, on the bor-
ders of Albania and Thessaly, as
volunteer aide to Coi. Corronous,
who bad been the commander-in-
chief of the Cretans against the
Turks. He fought the brigands in
the mountains for a time and was
recommended for tbs highest Greek
decoration.

Geo. Maelver came to New York
and soon after appeared in the Goi-
churia-Cbristo expedition to Cuba,
of which Ooioouria was the com-
mander-in- chief. Upon bis return

to New York after stormy adven-
tures he accepted the commission of
a Colonel of cavalry in the service
the Khedive to reorganize the Egyp-
tian Army. On arriving at Cairo
Maelver was appointed inspector-
general of cavalry. The climate of
the country did not agree with him,
and after six months be gut an hon-
orable discharge, signed by Stone
Bey.

He recovered sufficiently to take
active part in the Franco-Prussian
war with the rank of Colonel of
Cavalry of the auxiliary army. At
the battle of Orleans, while on the
staff of Geo. Cbaozy, be* was wound-
ed. Maelver afterward formed a
league in the Carlist uprising and
carried important messages from
Don Carlos to sympathizers of the
cause in adjoining countries. He
fought against the Turks in Herze-
govinia with the Montenegrins.
When the Servians declared war

against the Turks be returned to

London toorganize a cavalry brigade

to fight with the Servian army.

This venture was not successful
owing to a lack of recurits. fatter
in the Servian army be was made a
General de Brigade.

Upon the conclusion of bis service
with Servia the General went to

Central America, reorganized the
armies of the smpll republics and

afterward acted as United States
Consul. He later offered bis services
to President McKinley in the Span-

ish-American war. The most active
part of his career ended with bis
connection with the Servian army.

At the time of his death be was a
naturalized citizen of the United
States.
