Willlam F. Gresnwelil Dead.

Thursday, July 4, 1907, William
F. Greenwell, of Leonardtown, eldess
Son of the late, William F. and Sarab
Floyd Greeowell, was Kkilled by a
fall from his buggy while on his way
from his home, “Greenbrier’’, to
Leonardtown. Mr. Greenwell was
driviog at a good gait and when
a listle past Drury & Saunders
store was seen to stand up iz the
buggy and push back the
It is surmised that he lost his
balance, and in trying to recover
himself, seemed to jump. He
fell under the buggy with such
force as 1o produce a fracture of the
skull from the effects of which he
died within four hours after the ac-
cident. He was driving in a new
vehicle, and it is thought, that be-
cause it worked stiff, he had tostand
up to push back the top. An eye-
witness states that the horse trotted
for at least twenty-five yards after
Mr. Greenwell fell, and then broke
into a gallop. When opposite the
Catholic cburch the wheel struck
against a telephone pole snd she
buggy was shattered, and the horse
broke away from it and came on
down into the town and stopped in
front of Greenwell's store.

Almost as soon as Mr. Greenwell
fell, assistance was at hand and he
was soon placed on a mattrass and
taken to tke home of his brother,
Dr. F.F. Greenwell. where Dr. Wal-
ter Wise did everything possible to
revivehim. Dr. Wise was soon joined
by Doctors Lynch, Greenwell and
Fraoklin A. Camalier, but their
combined skill was fruitless tG re-
store the injured man to conscious-
ness and at 3:30, » M. he died.

Mr. Greenwell was one of the best
kuown and most popular men in the
County. He was engaged with his
father, W. F. Greenwell, Sr., in the
mercantile business in I.eonardtown
for years and continued the old firm
name almost to the day of his death.
He was a warm hearted, sympathet-
ic man, ever ready and willing to
relieve distress, and many istheact
of true and unobtrusive charity he
bas done. He will be sorely miss-
ed. He was one of the incorpora-
tors of the National Bank of Ss.
Mary's and was forcmost in efforts
to upbuild the county,

His remains were buried Sat-
urday last in the family lot in St.
John's cemetery in the presence of
one of the largest gatherings everat
a funeral in this county. Mr. Green-
well was twice married. His second,
who was Miss Nettie Knight, and
three little daughters survive him.
May he rest in peace!
