We the Grand Jurors of the Sep-
tsember Term of Court 1907 beg to
submis the following repors.
Our time has been taken upinthe
discharge of all matters brought be-
fore us, 44 witnesses having been
before us and carefully examined.
We made presentments in all cases
where in our judgment the Evidence
justified.
We bave examined the County
Commissioners books and found them
correct so far as the limited time
at our disposal would allow.
There have been many complaints
made on the conditions of the public
roads occasioned by the exception-
ally rainy season and we thick in
view of shis fact the censuresoflthe
County Commissioners shou!d be
administered very leniently.

We bave examined the condition
of the Court House and haveobserv-
ed with regres that thereareseveral

to thas building If not speedily pre-
vented.

We havealsoexa:nined the County
Jail and we find 1% kept in as good
condition as i% can be under the ex-
isting circumstances. The jail is
comparatively clean on the inside,
having been recently whitewashed
bus would suggess that prisoners be
furnished with more comfortable
bedding and wefurther suggest that
something be done immediately to
improve its sanitary Condition and
its surroundings. At present it is
a menace to the Community and the
County as large and that tkis matter
may be brought more effectively be-
fore she Hon. Board of County Com-
missioners. we respectfully ask
your Hon. Cours %0 appoint a com-
mittee consisting of five members of
the presens Grand Jury with Dr,
Thomas Lynch. the healthofficer, to
lay shis matter before the Hon Board
of County Cominissioners of said
County at their next meeting that
immediate action may be taken as
we deem this a matter of great im-
portance.

We bave bad the Health Officer be-
fore our body and he gave an emphat-
ic opinion that the surroundings of
the Jail very decidedly endanger
the health of the County seat and of
our community as large.
