To nail a thing is to fix or fatten

with a nail or nails; to drive
Into for the purpose of fastening or
securing, such as to nail up a box,
to nail a shelf to the wall, to nail
down the hatches, etc.; to stud with
nails; figuratively, to nail a thing is
to pin itdown and hold it fast, such
as to nail a bargain or secure by
prompt action. It wws Bunts who
said:

Pacing Into the colloquial, to
“nail to the counter" is to put a
counterfeit coin out of circulation
by fastening it with a nail to the
counter of a shop; hence, figurative-
ly, to expose as false.

Other definitions referring to the
nail are: Nailer, one who nails, who
makes nails or who sells them,
while a female nailmaker is referred
to by Hugh Miller as a nailereaa. A
nailery is described as an establish-
ment where naila are made. A
head is the head of a nail, and any-
thing i said to he nail headed when
?o shatM'd as to rwu-mhU the heed
of a nail.

A nailing machine is one forfoso-
ing or driving nails into place; in
carpentry, a feeding tube for the
nails, connected with a plunger or
reciprocating hammer; in shoemak-
ing, a power machine cloudy allied
to the shoe i**gger, used to drive
small metallic nails or brads into
the soles of shoes.

The nail machine is a power ma-
chine for makuig nails, spikes, brads
or tacks.

A nailmaker is one who makes
nails; a nailer, a person connected
in any capacity in the manufacture
of nails.

A nail plate is a plate of metal
rolled to the proper thickness for
cutting into nails.

A nail rod is a strip split or cut
from an in*n plate to uc made into
wrought nails. A nail selector is a
machine, or an attachment to a nail
machine, for automatically throw-
ing out headless or otherwise ill
formed nails and slivers.

A countersunk nail is one baring
a cone shaped head like that of a
screw; a cut nail, one mado by a
nail machine, as distinguished from
a wrought or forged nail.

‘‘On the nail” means on the spot,
at once, immediately, without de-
lay or po-iponcmcut, as, to pay
money on th<* nail. This phrase 11
said to have originated from the
custom of making payments, in the
exchange at Bristol, England, and
elsewhere, on the top of a pillar
called “the nail.”

Justice In Turkey.
The following *ju*•r case of legal

jurisprudence was told by a Turkish
diplomat: It ap|tears that a mechan-
ic fell from a roof into the street
upon a wealthy old Turk and killed
him. r I he son of the deceased caused
the arrest of the workman, who
was uninjured, and had him taken
before the cadi, with whom he used
all his influence to have the prison-
er condemned. Hat the man’s inno-
cence was clearly established, and
nothing could satisfy the dead man’s
son save the law of retaliation.
Therefore the venerable cadi grave-
ly directed that the workman be
placed upon the exact sj>ot where
the victim of the accident had stood.
When this was don*; the cadi turned
to the son and said. ‘‘Now you mat
go to the roof of the house, fall
down upon this man and kill him if
you can.”

They
were hoi-ting great iron beams from
the sidewalk. All in all the building
was a study in sudden death. One
of the men remarked that he felt
very ticklish in walking under such
places and that as a rule he avoided
them to the extent of going a block
out of the way. “They never feaze
me,” said his companion. “I’m a
fatalist, I” A shout came from
the foreman ul the curb, and the
speaker simply by a sort of reflex
action leaped forward and scooted
for safely. The friend followed
him, muttering something about fa-
tali-m—w th a spring in it.—New
York Post.
