1
bought one barrel of select for she
fiee dollars.

After the babit of thas day, we
nubbed both ends, shelling dif about
two thirds of the ear. The remain-
der, when shelled was beautiful to
look upon, the grains being long,
broad and thick. Bpt vow for the
result. The seed corn gaye out be-
fore a third of the field was planted.
I prevailed upon my Mother to let
me plant the nubbed corn. Again
it gave out with the field about two
thirds finished. Another comsulta.
tion ensued, and wedecided to finish
with “toll corn”’ from the Wind Mill
we then owned. and with this we
finished the field.

In August it was plaic to see the
ears of the ‘il corn’’ matured firss
while the blades were green to the
grouvd. The seed fromthe twoends
was the next to mature, and last
came the beautiful seed corn, the
ears of which were so long in matur-
ing that the blades burned up and
were not worth gathering.

When the corn was hauled from
the field, a blind man could bave
told which was which so great was
thedifference between them. Every
ear of the "'toll corn’’ was covered
with grains to the extreme end, and
those from the séed corn had a naked
cob from two to three inches long.
In my experience tis a great mistake
to nub your corn.
