The wash-
erwoman circular promuigated by the
unidentified asylum inmate made him
governor, but as governor he made
good himself. Those years of struggle,
of self effacement, of mother love and
brother!y devotion im St. Peter gave
him the stamina to make good. When
some one asked him what he eomsid-
ered the most lmportant result of his
administration as governor he replied:

“Law enforcement. We have brought
about conditions by which the state
officers obey the law themselves and
enforce 1t.”

But Governor Johnson did not stop

at enforcement of the laws on the

statute books. By his Influence ke
brought about the enactment of new
laws to meet conditions. One shing he
did was to have the legislature give
him a board of tax equalizers. John-
son appointed three of the best men in
the state. Under the law this board
had only advisory powers. The gov-
ernor used his discretion. The steel
trust has immense mines In northern
Minnesota. These mines were tazed
on a valoation of ws.oog.om when
Johnson took office. Now they are tax-
ed on a valuation of $194,000,000, and
the poor taxpayer feels better. The
electric rallways uniting St. Paul and
Minneapolis are paying twice as much
taxes as they paid before the advent
of Johnson.
