Ts there any way for a purcha-

ser to tell a good melon without cut-
> ting and tasting it? That ia exact-

ly wnal an expert melon grader la.
expected to do. to judge toe flavor
of the melon as willas the sleet

“The beat external indication in a
Netted Gem and melons of similar
type is a golden greenish color, the
melon being deeply ribbed and
thickly overlaid with rather coarse
gray netting, the edges of which
rise perpendicularly from the sur-
face. The melon should be heavy.
There should be no ragged or brok-
en stem to indicate that the melon
was torn from the vine before it was
ripe enough to part freely.

“Ifone follows these pointers they
are pretty sure to gel the perfec-
tion of melon produced by. the quail-
ty of the seed planted. If the seed
has come from a tasteless melon the
result will be disappointing, even
with thorough culture and the best
care in picking and shipping.

“To produce good melons for the
home garden I should advise warm,
sandy land heavily enriched. If
such ia not to be bad the gardener
may readily grow them on much
colder and heavier soil by digging
broad deep bills and filling them
with well rotted stable manure mix-
ed with as loamy earth as is to be
had. These bills should have an
elovation of a few inches above the
surrounding surface soil when the
seeds are planted.

"The most serious menace to suc-
cessful melon growing is the foliage
blight. Even though the foliage is
only slightly affected the fruit is of-
ten seriously damaged both in site
End taste. At times this blight will
ruin an entire patch in only a few
days.

“The best preventive so far as I
know is spraying with Bordeaux
mixture at intervals of from ten to
fifteen days, beginning as soon as
the plants are well started. For a
small garden there is nq need to go
to the expense of buying a Dumping
apparatus, as the Bordeaux mixture
can readily be applied with a whisk-
broom.

“With the land and culture right
there are threecauses for poor quali-
ty in melons. Either they have
been picked prematurely or the seed
has been poor or else there are un-
healthy vines caused by blight.
The only way to distinguish between
bad and good seed is by having a
test patch for the purpose of trying
new seeds and varieties. Nobody
so far as I have heard has ever been
able to tell what a melon seed would
bring forth.

“Aftera cantaloupe becomes fully
grown there seems to come a period

of .several days when it remains
semi dormant. Then you will no-
tice that the stem where it is attach-
ed to the melon will begin to swell
and have a shiny and-, greasy ap-
pearance. The next symptom will
be a little cracking away of the stum
from the melon and when by just
touching the melon the stem parts
from it you may be sflre you *

have
the fruit in its perfection of develop*
merit.

“For home gardens I would re-
commend besides the Netted Gem,
of the green varieties the Extra
Hackensack and the Jenny Lind, of
the salmon fiesh varieties the Emer-
ald, Gem, the I’aul Rose and the
Osage.

"Personally I look upon the Emer-
ald Gem as the finest flavored of all
small cantaloupes. It is a smooth
skinned melon with salmon flesh
but it is too tender for shipment.

It is rather smaller than the stand-
ard Netted Gem, though it is just (be

right size to serve in halves and to

furnish a sufficient receptacle for
finely cracked ice that should always
go with a melon.

“Where it is desirable to start
melons early seeds may be planted
in a cold frame, greenhouse or hot-
bed, in pole, old berry baskets or
on pieces of inverted sod. When
plants started in this manner are
four or five inches high they must
be carefully set in place in the open
ground.

“Though the sod is most conven-
ient. I have found that baskets and
pots produce better plants. The
roots of plants started on sod spread
near the surface while those started
in pots and baskets lead downward
and not only make better plants in
the end but are more apt to continue
their growth without check.” —JVe
York Sun.

“People who know littleabout oar

system of levees, the artificialbasks
built to confine the flood eaters that
pour into the Mlssleslppl. no doubt
imagine that the heavy rains are the
only enemy with which the levees

I have to contend,” said D. J. Qerry
i of Baton Rouge U.

“On the contrary, the levees, both
during times of flood and low water,
are subject to the inceesaat ¦Hanks
of living Coes, the destructive work
of which costs millions el dollars.
These foes are alligators, turtles,
muskrats, field rats, fresh water
terrapin and crawfish. Of all these
bur rowers that prey on the levees,
excavating within them goodly
chambers or tunnels, the crawfish
do the most damage, with the tur-
tles and terrapins a good second.
The harm done by the alligators
is comparatively small.

“In repairing the banka crawfish
holes are often found of immense
site. It is these hollow spaces that
in time of freshets cause a caving in
and break of the levees, which of
course, brings on an inundation of
all the adjacent country. The worst
part of the business is that no way
of exterminating these pests has
yet been found, and the only thing
to be done is to try to keep them
away from the banks as much as pos-
sible.”

“Myplan ting cantaloupes Is the re-
sult of not being able to pay expenses
growing tobacco,” declared the

r “My father had been a tobaooo
planter and expected me to follow in

- his footsteps, but when 1 came to

> look the situation square in the face
1 decided to try some other crop on

i the side. If that paid—well, as 1
don’t use tobacco in any form 1 was

, not at all averse to devoting myself

> to raising some other crop.
“On investigating 1 found that the

; demand for cantaloupes in the large
cities was considerably more than
the supply. As the shipping facili-
ties from my farm were good and
the soil suitable I determined to be-
gin with five acres. The returns
from those five acres were more

( than from fiftyplanted in tobacco.
’Tn spite of this (sot 1 did not

like to trust the new crop entirely,
, so the next year 1 only doubled my

i acreage in melons. It proved a
streak of luck fur mu that 1 had been

, so cautious and also that they were
1 planted in two fields some distance

apart. About ono-baif of those me-
lons were attacked by blight and I
only got two pickings from that
field.

“The third year 1 stuck to ten
sores and was so successful that
wbuii tiio iikx. planting time came

I around 1 planted fifty acres of me
ions against seventy-five of touacoo.
The returns foe that year were so

i] much in the jfavor of cantaloupes
T that I out tobacco out aaftkalv* tod
t TMnee then tfavw planted each ySaf

from seventy-five to a hundred acres
in melons.

1 “My markets are Baltimore, Phila-
delphia and New York. While the
shipping charges to New York are
higher in proportion to the distance
the price is always a littlebetter for
the finest grade melons. A New
Yorker will willingly pay 50 cents
for the beat grade melon. If 1 were
going to ship inferior melons it
would never be to New York.

“To raise the best grade melons
the planter must begin by having

• not only the best seed of suitable
' varieties but the most suitable soil

properly prepared. 1 had always
been familiar with the growing of

’ cantaloupes because my father bad
> had a patch for family use, but when

I went into it as a business I found
! there many points for .me to learn.

“The land that I have found best
suited to melon growing is good
sandy loam underlaid with red clay

1 subsoil. After breaking the field
| up I have broad double furrows

; opened about eight feet apart. In
these is scattered a mixture of well

, rotted stable manure, cottonseed
’ meal, acid phosphate and muriate

of potash. The plough is then run
through this fertilizer, after which

| it is covered by running a furrow
on each side.

“Next comes the planting of the
seed, and (or the benefit of growers

who complain about the quality of
1 their melons I wish to state t&at for

my first seed 1 paid from $3 to $4 a
i pound, when the regular price for

good seed was 50 cents.

“When the plants are well under
way I always scatter a little nitrate
of soda about them, from forty to
