With such attrsetiona for old and
young it will readily be believed
that ths Ross Croft was a favorite
resort of the inhabitants of St.
Mary’s. The maidens gathered
around Blanche aa a May day queen;
tha matrons possessed in Miutresa
Altos a discreet and kind friend,
and the more sedate part of the
population found an agreeable host
in ths worthy official himself.

Thb family of the Lord Proprie-
tary sustained the most intimate
relations with this household. It
is true that Lady Baltimore, being

feeble in health ahd stricken with
grief at the lost of her son, which
y*a- hug with scarcely abated
poignancy upon her mind, was sel-
dom Been b.ywidtici j_,Knlrt¦
but his Lordship’s ulster, the Lady
Maria -as aba was entitled in the
provinoa—was a frequent and ever
most walaoma guest.

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New patterns of embroidery, music
brought by the last ship from homo,
some invitation of friendship or let-
ter of counsel, furnished occasion of
daily Intercourse between ths pa-
troness and tbe maiden of tbe Rose
Croft; end not unfrequently the ven-
erable spinster herself—attended by
a 'amiliar in the shape of a little In-
dian girl, Nattn, the daughter of
Pamesack, arrayed in the trinketry
of her tribe—alighted from an am-
bling pony at the Celleotor’s door,
with a face full of the importance of
business. Perchance, there might
be an oooasKn of merry-making in
contemplation, and then tbe lady
Marla united In consultation with
sister Alice concerning the details
of tbe matter, and It was debated,
with the deliberation due to ao in-
teresting a subject, whether Blanobe
should wear her black or her crim-
son velvet bodice, her sarsnet or
her satin, and such other weighty
matters as have not yet lost their
claims to thoughtful consideration
on similar emergencies.

In tbe frequent interobarge of the
offices ofgood neighborhood between
the families of-the Proprietary and
of the Collector, it could scarce fail
out that the Secretary should not be
a large participator. Tbe shyness
of the student and tha habitual self-
restraint taught him lathe seminary
of Antwerp, in some degree screen-
ed from common observation the ar-
dent character of Albert Verheyden.

To him the thought waa
enchantment, that in this remote
wild, far away from the world's
knowledge, a flower of such sur-
passing loveliness should drink tbe
glorious light in solitude —for so be,

of poetry which wrought a trans-

figuration of tbe young votary and
lifted him out of tbs sphere of this
"working-day world.” Day after
day, week after week, and month
after month, tbe Secretary watched
tbe footsteps of tbs beautiful girl;
but still it was silent, unpresumiog

adoration. It entered not Into bis
mind to call It love; it was tbe very
humbleness of devotion.

Meantime tbe maiden, unconscious

of ber own rare perfection*, and in-
nocent of all thought of this secret
homage, found Master Albert much
tbe most accomplished and gentle
youth she bad ever seen.

He was not apt to see a
love-affair, even if it lay, likes fallen
tree, across hla path, much lees to
bunt it out when it lurked like a
bird amongat the flowers that grew
in the shady coverts by tbs wayside.
The astuteness of th* Lady Maria,
however, was not so much at fault,
and she soon discovered, what
neither Blanche nor Albert bad
sufficiently studied to make them
aware of their own category. But
the Secretary was in favor with the
Lady Maria, and so she kept her own
counsel, as wall as a good-natured
watch upon the progress ol events.

A Rainbow Depleted Wranp Side Out
and Meent In PeaMlene and Perm*
That CaaM Net Ocean Amueing

net arttoto, like authors, should
sensult many errors of fact is hardly
*eanaa far woader. Bather, it to ee-
tontohlng that they are sot found of-
tenar at fault ta view of tho great
variety of knowledge required In their
work. Despite tide, howeter. there to
no manner of excuse for certain ah-
enrUHlf

For exempts, there to tbe case of an
English painter who depicted an slab-1
orate rainbow. Unfortunately b*
painted It wrong aide out But wo
forget amassment at such stupidity In
admlratSoa for th* artlafa magnltioant
audacity when wa learn that b*
charged £*> additional for repainting
th* rainbow colored In accordance
with nature’s arrangement.

Pointers are very prone to distress
the astronomers by their reckless
pranks with the heavenly bodies, par-
ticularly with the moon. On* artist
presented n scene In which wna a
crescent mesa tow In th* eastern aky
directly opposite a setting sun. More-
over, this genius disdained 7 the criti-
cisms of th* learned. Be Insisted that
this arrangement was necessary for
the eompoetoton. inasmuch as the net

of the picture would bo destroyed by
a full moos—th* only on* possible In
such a situation.

Other artist* have trifled with th*
maos by turning its convexity away
tnm th* ana, which la, of course, Im-
possible m nature. In one picture th*
moon was placed near th* constella-
tion of the Great Bear, though a# a
matter of feet the satellite never ven-
tures into this part of th* heavens.
Thar* ere, too, oft recurring errors
made In tbe bulk of th* orb. An
American astronomer amused himself
by measuring the moons in a number
of pels tings, Ha established the fact
that by reckoning from tho satellite 1

eta* tbs avenge height of tho hill* In
these landscapes was forty-three
miles. On* *f the mountain*, Indeed,
had the stupendous altitude of a hun-
dred miles.

Many a child as well aa eom# older
