for the el of Repr tatives ia Con-
gress, Senators, Delegates or other officers,
then to entitle a person to vote for such
officer, he must have been a resident of
that part of the county or eity which shali
form a part of the electoral district in
which he offers to vote, for one year mext
preceding the election; but a person who
sball bave acquired a residence in such
county or city, entitling him to vote at any
such election, shall be entitied to vote in
the election district from which he removed,
until he shall have acquired a residence
in the part of the county or city to which
he bhas removed.

Every male citizea of the United States
having the above prescribed gquaufications
of age and residence shall be entitled to be
registered so as to become a qualified voter
iIf he be, first: a person who, on the first
day of January in the year eighteen hunm-
dred and sixty-nine, or prior thereto, was
eutitled to vote under the laws of this State,
or any other State of the United States,
wherein he them ided ; or d: a male
descendant of such last mentioned person;
or third: a foreign bora citizen of the
United States naturalized between the first
day of January in the year eighteen hun-
dred and sixty-nine and the date of the
adoption of this section of this Article; or
fourth: a male descendant of such last men-
tioned person; or fifth: a persom who, In
the presence of the officers of registration,
shall, in his own handwriting, with pen and
ink, without any aid, suggestion or memo-
randum whatsoever, aud without any ques-
tion or direction addressed to him by any
of the officers of registration, make appli-
cation to register correctly, stating in such
application his name, age, date and place of
birth, resid and pation at the time
and for the two years next preceding, the
Dame or names of his employer or em-
ployers, if any, at the time and for the two
years next preceding, and whether he has
previously voted, and if so, the State, county
or city and district or precinct in which he
voted last, and also the name In full of the
Fresident of the United States, of one of the
Justices of the Supreme Court of the United
States, of the Governor of Maryland, of one
of the Judges of the Court of Appeals of
Maryland and of the Mayor of Baltimore
