A Disappearing Timber Supply.

There are 2,000,000 acres of wood
land in Maryland from which was
cut In 1908 nearly $5 000.009 worth
of material. Tbe principal out was

lumber amounting to 226 000 000
board feet, but including also im-
mense quantities uf piling, mine
props, cord wood, poles, railroad ties,
pu'pwood, lath and shingles. This
took more than three times the
growth of tbe forests fur that year

and points to but one thing, that we
ar e using our forests much faster
than they are growing—a condition
that cannot long continue for we
will toon use up all of our capital.
We use six times as much wood per
capita as Germany, nine times as
France, and sixteen times as much
as Great Britain. The same foUies
that these countries practised to
ward their forests before forest pres-
ervation became a public necessity
we are practising now, and like
them we are destined to suffer simi-
lar calamities’ unless we can be
tiughtto profit by their experiences
One thing is certain, that when our
suppli-s are exhausted we cannot
depend upon other countries to come
to our re&cuefornoneofibembavetim-
her to spare. We face tbe problem of a
serious shortage in tbe near future.
Its Intensity and duration will de-
pend upon the attitude we now take
in regard to the forest question.
