Thev may be boiled and used as
chick food.

Pigeon-grass is becomilng widely
distributed in the Bast. The seed
bas much nutritive yalue and is fine
for turkeys and chickens.

Takes more to fat a hen now than
it did two months ago, but don’s
winter the hens thas are so old they
may die before spring Feed them
well, keep them warm and les them
go them the first chance you have.

Greenfood muat nos be forgostten.
Some feed green rye when it can be
bad, others give spouted oats, others
beets and turnips and cabbage, and
others add cut clover bay to the
mash. All of the greens mentioned
are good.

Sals is as essential for pouliry as
for humaa beings or animals. But
it is not wise it feed it by itself.
The beiter way is toseason the food
whenever that can be done. The
warm mash in the winter gives an
excellent opportunity to supply it.

A listle more corn may be added
to the evening grain ration, as the
hens will need more heating food.
On the farm of the writer the winter
grain ration consists of two parts
whole corn, one part cats, and one
psrt wheat. During the summer
only one part corn is given to two
partsoats snd one part wheat’

If porcelain eggs are used for ness
eggs in cold weather, cover them
with light flaanel, or some other ma-
terial, to avoid torture to the hens.
An artificial egg is slways of the
same temperature as the atmosphere,
while the temperature of a hen’s
body is dbout 102 degrees. It may
readily be seen that in freezing
weather these ice-cold eggs cause
the heas t0 get chiiled.—Farm
Journal.
