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Brutal Lynching.
August 13, 1911, Ezekiel Walker,

s negro, was burned to death by a
Pennsylvania mob at Coatesville, a
town about forty miles from Phila-
delphia. Walker was charged with
killing special ( dicer Elgar Rice.
After killing the officer Walker was
chased through the woods by a posse
and when be found that escape
was impossible shot himself. The
self-inflicted wound was not fatal
however, and be was taken toa hos-
pital and to prevent escape bis feet
were chained to the cot. The mob
dragged cot and man out of the hos-
pital to a field about half a mile from
the town, piied bay and brush
around him and set the pvre on fire.
Walker, though chained to his bed.
pulled away from the blazing hay.
but men with fence rails shoved the
negro and cot back into the flames.
His piteous plea for mercy fell upon

deal ears and he was soon roasted
alive. “And you too, Pennsylva-
nia!’’

Have A County Fair.
Helen, Mu., Aug. 7, 1911.

Dear Mr. Editor:—At a lime
when nearly every place on the map
is trying to “boost" itself, doesn't
it seem rather strange that we of
St. Mary’s County are doing so lit-
tle in that direction ? Why nut cease
to supinely sit and wait for the out-
side world to discover the fact that
our county and people are worth
while ?

Few places now being “boosted”
by the press and other agencies,
have as proud history and traditions
as our own county. Old St Mary’s
has no right to hang her bead. What
she needs is a movement of some
kind to awaken her people and spur
them on to greater endeavors.

To my rnird there is no better be-
ginning of such a movement than
organizing a County Fair which
should be an annual event Of
course some “knocker” is bound to
remark that we have nothing to ex-
hibit. Hut we have; and even if
we have to begin in a small way,
the ice will be broken and it will be
a pleasure to note from year to year
our progress along this line.

St. Mart s is now booming noted
for her tine horses. A fair at which
these horses could be exhibited and
compete for prizes would awaken in-
terest in thoroughbred horses, and
I believe would ultimately result in
the elimination of scrubs both from
our road and draft stock.

A number of our farmers already
own pedigreed cattle, sheep and
swine. Give them an opportunity
to exhibit these and it will bring
about a healthy spirit of friendly
rivalry which will result in great
improvement in the grade of our
farm animals.

We might also include an exhibit
of farm prod nets. This would stim-
ulate ( ur farmers and induce them
to use the improved methods by
which prize winning produce is
raised.

That these fairs do good and can
be made a success, is attested by
the fact that they are an annual
event in a number of our counties.

In conclusion, I would respectful-
ly suggest lhat a number of our
progessivo citizens come together
and call a public meeting for the
purpose of taking measures looking
to the establishment of a County
Fair Association.
