(An editorial from the Wilmington.
(DeL> Every Evening of October IE)

“While the grand jury of Baltimore
City kept on with Its Interesting work
of recounting the vote* at the recent
primaries in that city and Indicting
Democratic and Republican election
offijerg In equal nuinbera. for rascally
frauds In tbe count, tbe campaign
com ml: tees of both parties are work-
ing hard in carrying on the great con-
test that will come to an end on Tues-
day. November 7. In this respect they
seem to be undisturbed by the senaae
tional developments that appear from
day to day in Baltimore.

The chief argument of the Republi-
can campaign speakers is that tbe pri-
mary election frauds in Baltimore
have damned the Democratic party
throughout the State and deprived it
of all claim upon the confidence and
votes of the people. To read the re-
ports of Republican meetings, without
any other moans of enlightenment, one
would Buppos that all political virtue
was concentrated In the Republican
organization, while tbe Democratic
party aloud for nothing but political
rascality and corruption. Yet the facta
are that rascality vat practiced by Re-
publicans at the Baltimore primaries,
as well as by Democrats, and that each
Democratic election official Indicted by
the grand Jury has an Indicted Repub-
lican election official to keep disrepu-
table company with him.
