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fice of public roads of the department
of agriculture has employed experts
to test all materials and study their
usefulness on roads subjected to cer-
tain traflic conditions. The office of
public roads is now acting in an ad-
visory capacity to many states and
countries, giving a most. practical
form of national ald.

On roads where there is a very
heavy traffic, it has been found that
certain kind of materials are better
than others, and that while one kind

at all, another kind is ideal and pre-
serves the road indefinitely. Millions
of dollars doubtless have been wasted
in the past because of the absence of
the scientific knowledge which is now
being obtained. There is moc longer
any excuse for any community bulld-
ing the wrong kind of road, as the of-
fice of public roads stands ready to
furnish any information that may be
desired as to the course that should
be pursued

In discussing the new scientifie
movement in road improvement, Di
rector Page of the office of publie
roads, says:

“There are two ways in which the
engineer may avall himself of the in-
formation necessary (0 a proper se«
lection of road material. The first and
only certain one is to make an actual
service test on the material under
observation, and under the same con-
ditions of traflic and climate to which
the proposed road will be subjected.
This method. however, is impractical
except in certain rare instances, due
10 the lapse of time which must elapse
before definite results can be obtained
The second method is, by means of
thort time laboratory tests, to approxi-
mate as nearly as possible the destrue-
tive agencies to which the material
will be subjected on the road, supple
menting the knowledge thus gained
by a study of the results already ob-
tained in practice on material of a
similar nature.”

The office of public roads constantly
uses both methods. At Chevy Chase,
near Washington, D. C., a mode! road
has been built in sections made of
different materials, while in the lab-
oratory of the office tests are con-
stantly being made with scientific ac-
curacy to determine the exact value
of certain materials under certain traf-
fic conditions.

ROADS PAY FOR THEMSELVES
Accerding to Data Collected Value of
Farms Bordering on Improved
Highways Is Much Increased.

The direct effect that changing bad
roads into good roads has upon land
value and the general economic wel
fare of a community i shown in sev-
eral concrete illustrations gathered by
the United States department of ag
riculture. The department has just
issued a statement on the subjeet,
based upon a mass of information gath-
ered by the office of public roads,
which is making a special study of the
economic effeet of road improvement
in the country. According to data
sathered, where good roads replace
bad ones, the value of farm lands bor-
dering on tLe roads increase to such
an extent that the cost of road im-
provement Is eqgualized, If not exceed-
ed. The geaeral land values, as well
as farm values. show marked advances
following tine improvement of roads.

As the roads in no way affect the
sofl fertility or quality of the farm,
advances are due esaentially to the de-
crease in the cost of hauling produce
to markets or shipping points. Farms
are now regarded as piants for the
business of farming, and any reduc-
ion in their profits through unneces-
sarily heavy costs for hauling on bad
roads naturally reduces their capital
fration into saiues. With reduced costs
for hauling profits are increased; with
the result that the farm plant shows
atisfactory «arnings om a righer
rapital value.

It we carefully compare the methods
of highway transportation in the days

after the fashion of 5,000 years ago,
although the -motor, the iron horse of
the highway, has reached mechanical
perfection in the span of ten years;
however, so great a slave to custom is
man that he finds today comparative
ly little commercial utilization of one
of the greatest civilizing agencies and
efficiency tools that so far has beer
given the world.

The development of this efficiency
tool has gone on'so quietly and at the
same time so thoroughly that the
world at large, grounded in horse tra
ditions, has not yet been informed on
motor transportation. To an investi
gating mind it seems paradoxical that
in the twentieth century the human
race should be using for one purpose
means that were employed dozens of
centuries ago.

SHARKS SEIZE LIVINR PREY

Man Who Has Had Experience Testi-
fies to Voraciousness of the
Sailor’s Deadly Enemy.

“The question whether gharks at
tack human beings in the water when
the persons are in action seems tc
have stirred up a lot of discussion’
remarked Capt. Ben Michel, repre-
sentative of the American Pilots’ as
sociation. “I read recently in the
Washington Post that Represeatative
Collier of Mississippi was in doubt
about Miss Beckley's statement that
sharks do not go after persons swim
ming. In 1878 at South Point, oft
the Louisiana coast, Gulf of Mexico
a gig with four men aboard, put of
in a pilot boat to meet a large vesse
to pilot her into port. When nea
the vessel the swells from the steame:
upset the gig and threw the men intc
the water. One of the men went down
though he was a good swimmer. There
vias a particularly strong fellow, a
gdant in stature, and an expert swim
mer, who went to his companion’s res
cue. He heeded not the sharks that
were plainly in view until one mon-
ster caught him and drew him unde:
the water.

“There never was any doubt in the
minds of the men who saw this trag
edy about sharks devouring human
beings. Ample proof of it was fur
nished a few minutes after the man
disappeared beneath the water for the
sea was red with blood.

“Miss Beckley may have discovered
& new specles of shark in the Ha-
walian waters but there can be no
doubt that in the Atlantic, and in
other waters, sharks do go after and
devour living persons.”

Alds in, Safe Lighting.

Possibly the excessive brilliancy of
the new high-eficiency, nitrogen-filled
tungster filament lamp is a blessing
in disguise because it renders impera-
tive methods of shading the lampse
and diffusing the light from such a
source. There is little temptation to
hang the bare lamp within the range
of vision, as has been so commonly
done with incandescent lamps of vo-
rious kinds in the past. With a lamp
of such high eficiency the losses In.
separable from various methods of
diffusion become less important in
dollars and cents. For this reason
and becanse of the unbearable brii-
liancy of the unshaded lamp, the new
nitrogen-filled tungsten lamp is likely
to help rather than hinder the prac-
tice of illuminating interiors in a men-
ner safe and comfortable for the eycs
of the occupants.—Electricai World.
