of Friend Worthy to Rank
aa a Classic.

The pun has never been considered
a vary high distinguished form of wit
by tbo humorists or writers of any lan-
guage- U must he admitted, however,

that when employed aa Nathaniel
Hawthorne employed It, ss a delicate
tribute to a friend, the pun serves an
excellent purpose.

Hawthorne's pun occurs In bto “Our
Old Home." In the chapter beaded
“Consular {experiences.- In referring
to hte sojourn el IJverpool os consul,

daring the presidency of Franklin
Fierce, Hawthorn* dwells with special
pleasure on the lslto of a young Eng-
lish friend, “a scholar and a literary

amateur, between whom and myself

there sprung up an affectionate and. I
trust, not transitory regard."

This friend used to come and sit by
the Hawthorne fireside, talking vi-
vaciously and eloquently upon iitora-
tore aad Ilf*, the difference between
American and fCngllah characteristics,

and many other subjects.

“It would gratify my cherished re-
membrauce of this dear friend," Haw-
thorne continue*. “IfI could manage,
without offending him. Or letting the
public know It to Introduce his name
upon ray page. Bright was tha illumi-
nation of my dusky little apartment aa
often aa he made bis appearance
there."

The casual reader never suspects

that Hawthorne has accomplished hla
purpose, aad that the adjective that
cunningly begins a sentence aad thus
achieves the right to a capital Initial
may also be read as a proper name

Henry A. Bright was, in fact, Haw-
thorne's only Intimate friend In Liver-
pool. He was a man of wealth and
position, a literary dilettante. Haw-
thorne gave him the complete roann-

-1 script of “The Marble Faun,” and it
remains one of the most valued pos-
sessions of Bright's descendants.

FIGHTING SEA-SICKNESS
At last, it la claimed, seasickness Is

going to be abolished. The gyroscope
Is what Is retied upon to accomplish
this exceedingly desirable consumma-
tion. You install a graduated selec-
tion of these scientific double spin-
ning-tops aboard your ship, and forth-
with she ceases to roil or pitch.

So, at least, says the inventor of
the apparatus; but the ordinary indi-
vidual will probably "hae his Coots."
He has beard the same story before.

For Instance, there was tbs famous
anti-aearilck steamer, Bessemer, with
its adjustable "swinging saloon,"
which. It was intended, should always
preserve a hortnontal floor. As a mat-
ter of fact, the Bessemer rolled worse
than any tramp.

Yet another attempt to overcome
the evil was that made by a French-
man named Bazin. In effect, hts idea
was to construct a steamer on wheels.
Not paddle-wheels, be it understood*
but semi-submerged hollow steel discs,
which should roll partly through and.
partly over the water, bearing the ves-
sel with them. Alas for bis hopes I
The roller boat proved impracticable
even in smooth water, while in rough,
for which It was specially designed. It
simply would not go at all.

LAKE DRIES, THEN REFILLS
Near Lorrach, in the Black Forest*

Is the strangest lake in the world. It
la called the Eichoner See, and la per-
fectly dry (or from ten to thirteen
yean at a time, after which perl ode
subterranean springe refill the taka
without any previous warning, flooding

and destroying any crops that have
been planted. The soil In the bed of

the lake la very productive, hot the
farmers and peasants never know in
what year their work will be useless
and their young crops "drowned.” A
few weeks-ago the Hlchensr See, qfter
having been dry for the last ten years,
began refilling with water, which in
the deepest part Is now fifteen feet,

the average depth being twelve feet.
The waters of the lake generally re-
main a year or two, and then gradual-
ly disappear into the earth, leaving a
rich soli behind.
