The work done so far in exhibit-
ing these tests has attracted great
interest.  First, because the farmer
could see the lime-hunger of his own
soil for himself. Second, becanse
it gave him confidence that the pur-
pose of the lime producer is not the
short sighted one of wanting to sell
all he can, but to sell only what i
needed. Good business is based on
just such confidence. No practical
demonstration lik‘ this, intelligible |
to the common man, has ever been
made before and it gave a new note
of interest to these fairs, that wa-
completely novel.
