At the headquarter. of the Mary-
land Association for Prevention and

Relief of Tuberculosis, 1301 N.
Charles St., the Executive Secretary

and staff are working day and night

to prepare- for the Red (VossChrist-

mas Seal Campaign. “Millionsfor

Maryland"’ is the slogan of the cam-

paign. Many prominent persons

and the public have already given

evidence of interest in this effort to

raise funds with which to light tu-

berculosis in Maryland.
In explaining the general plan

and methods, Mr. Roliert C. Pow-
ell, the Executive Secretary, said:

“We have liecn working at top

speed so that the machinery of op-
eration will run smoothly from the
time the sale o|M*ns on Nov. 80th,
until it closes January Ist. These
preparations have made it necessary
to enlarge our force. The public
should understand that this Associ-
ation in selling Seals is the State
Agent of the American Red Crons
of Maryland; we have sub-agents in
the counties, but in the City of Bal-
timore we have direct charge of the
sale, being assisted by certain public
spirited men and women.

“The advertising of the campaign
is very important and embraces
several features. We arc preparing
press notices and s|>eci:il cuts for all
the newspafters of the state. A
sjs-cial Him, "‘The Temple of Mol-
och,” has been prepared for the
“movies,” and lantern slides of the
Red Cross Seal have been sent to
all of the moving theatres. Effec-
tive advertisements will appear in
most of the theatre programs.
About 1,000 trolley-cars will carry
advertising signs, Imtb outside ami
inside. The express, transfer, stor-
age and taxicab companies have
been requested to carry an artistic
kign on their vehicles, and other
plans are being develojied. Wean*
receiving generous cooperation from
those who appreciate the op|M>rt unity
to render a fine public service.

“The distribution of over a mil-
lion and a half of Seals has necessi-
tated considerable work. In Balti-
more ami other cities Seals will lie
sold by sub-agents, jtt drug stores,
(lower stands, department stores,
hotels, clubs and news stands, and
by inemlters of church and social
organisations, which arc in sympa-
thy with this work. In the counties
we have several sub-agents and arc
trying to get more by interesting
representatives ofcivic and religious

'societies. Every minister in the
state has been asked to induce some
member of his congregation to sell
Heals, and many res|M>nscs are com-
ing in. To every sub-agent Red
Cross signs, appropriate to tin*
Christmas season, and a special
sign reading, “take your change in
ill Red Cross Christmas Seals and
Help fight Tuberculosis,” will !*•

“We shall have booths where

Seal* will lie sold from g>ee. 4th to
December 24 th, at the Baltimore
Pos*.-Olßee, the Custom House, Ho-
tel Emerson, Belvedere Hotel,
O’Neill’s Department Store, and
|terha)s at other large stores and
hotels. These booths will be in
charge of young ladies and will Ik*
attractively decorated in the Christ-
inas spirit.

We have also sold some Seals by
mail and expect to sell thousands in
this way. To nearly 5,000 busi-
ness and professional men have been
sent letters requesting them to buy
at least a dollar's worth of seals; a
|M>stal card to facilitate ordering
and a slip could be passed to a
friend were enclosed in the letter,

letters are now being prepared for
3500 society women, each letter
containing 100 seals which wen-
sent to save them the inconvenience
of shopping for them. Each letter
will also contain a double slip which
will enable the recipient to return
the seals or onler more. The letters
may be supplemented by others.

**Theslogan, “Millionslor Mary-
land” has Iteen adopted. Ifwe sell
a seal for each inhabitant ol the
state, wy will have dune mom than
we hope to do. And yet we can
sell mure than a million seals, if
the public cooperate. In little
Rhode Island last year they sold
two seals per inhabitant. Will
Maryland show less interest than
her neighbors in this determined
fight against the dreaded white
plague which last year caused the
death of over 2,0U0 Maryland eiti-
sens, besides untold sorrow, suffer-
ing and great economic loss? Then-
are now over 8,000 registered cases
of pulmonary tuheeeulosis under the
supervision of the city tuberculosis
nurses in Baltimore City alone.

“We have plenty of enthusiasm
here for the work to lie done, and
hope it will lie eontageous. 1 want

To those who are hesitating, 1 want to say delays are dan-
gerous, for you are nut only liable to a tine of SSOO io ss<|oo, hut
should one of your employes get hurt you would have to pay him
the amount named in the law which, in some eases, extend to sl2
