A geed growth of rape will supply
pasture tor ten to twenty hogs to Ike
acre, A very rank growth may supply
toed tor K bead. Where the feeding
is to extend from tea to fourteen
weeks it is advisable to pasture rape
at the rate of ten to twelve head ta
the acre.

The favorable time tor seeding rape
Is la ths spring, aa soon as **“mtTr of
hard frosatog Is past. It wtß furnish
PMtara from ths middle off May until
th* third weak la August Rape will
withstand light frosts, but not hard
•Mag. The best results are obtained
whoa oats aad clover are aowa with IL
Sow from five to seven pounds off rape
ahead of the drill and then drill in one-
half bushel off oats aad six to tea
pounds of clover seed to the acre. The
rape and oats will sarra ae a cover
crop tor tha clover aad usually a good
stand of clover wfll he obtained that
may ha pastured with bogs tha fol-
lowing year.

Ifrape Is not grazed too closely la
Jaae and July, ao that the stalk off Ike
plant is eaten off, tt may grow up aad
make toll pasture. It should oarer be
pastured so closely aa to destroy all
leaves on the stalk, aad stock should
not be turned on until the plants are
from fourteen to eighteen Indies high

Complaint is sometimes made by
feeders that scabs and cores form on
-he ears and backs of the hogs on
rape. Tha remedy la to move tha bogs
to another pasture for a short time
and then dip them or apply sulphur
and lard to the sores.

OVERFEEDING IS A MISTAKE
Beginners Especially Are Liable to

Make This Error With Pullets—
Wheat Is Good Peed.

Tboee who are having their first ex-
perience with a flock of pullets of
considerable size should remember
that the birds, having been brought
op on the range during the summer,
are more impatient of restraint than
the older birds. Hence, it la essential
that thay be handled so they will ob-
tain the maximum amount of exercise
In the winter quarters. Probably this
ta better done by some intelligent
rare In feeding than in any other way
Let the pullet have one good meal dur-
ing the day, arranging this st sny
period which teems best after experi-
menting; for the rest of the day keep
her busy by frequently scattering
small quantities of grain among the
chaff on the floor or in the yard If the
weather is sufficiently open. -

Manage it so that each pullet will
bo fairly well fed during the day;
there Is little danger of overfeeding
by this plan, so that care must be
taken that they have enough. Fur-
nishing exercise in this manner gives
the best possible results for the pullets
will take it in tbu search for food
when they could not be Induced to do
half the moving around if their appe-
tites were already satisfied. Be care-
ful to use small grains in this man-
ner of feeding, wheat being probably
the best for the purpose.

NEEDED STORES FOR WINTER
Beee Should Be Fed on Sirup Made of

Beat Granulated Sugar—Add
Little Tartaric Add.

Bees needing stores for winter
should be fed on sirup made of best
granulated sugar, la the proportion of
fifty pounds of sugar to twenty pounds
of water. The water should be brought
to a boll and tha augar stirred in un-
til thoroughly dissolved. Bring this
sirup to a boil, and while boiling stir
in three teaspoonfuls of tartaric acid,
previously dissolved in a cupful of wa-
ter. The add helps to invert the
sugar and prevents tt granulating
again la the comb. Bach coiony go-
ing Into winter quarters should have
at least IS pounds off sirup or honey
for winter use. Blackstrap will not
do for wintering been.

Many of
the trees need to be pruned. A sharp,
wide set hand saw aad a good hand
pruning shear will greatly facilitate
this work. In removing branches
from the main limbs or body off the
tree, make a smooth, clean cat with-
out leaving any stab. If the cat sur-
face is over an lash Mi diameter, apply
a coat of paint to protest the wound
until It has become covered with a
natural growth off bark. Any color off
any brand will do. so long as It ac-
complishes the purpose for which It Is
applied.

A WELL-GROWN TREE.
Cut out all cracked, split and broken

limbs. Take out all dead or dying

branches and remove any dried up

fruits that may bs still hanging to ths
twigs. All such wood and fruit should
bs taken from the orchard and burned.
Dead wood and mummied fruit harbor
Insects and disease spores. The de-
struction of this source of Infection
now, will materially aid in the de-
velopment of clean, sound fruit later
In the year. As far as possible, notice
the relative position the main limbs
will occupy when loaded with fruit
and see if sny crossing can be
eliminated. At the same time con
alder what excess of leaf producing
wood can be removed to prevent too
much shading of the fruit during ths
summer. Fruit will not develop folly
In the shade. Take out water sprouts
and open up the bead sufllclently to
allow of a tree circulation of alt
through the tree and the exposure off
ns much fruit ss possible to direct sun-
light.

Head back Judiciously. Heavy prun-
ing tends to promote new growth. In
some instances it may be necessary to
stimulate the development of new
wood. Trees that seem to he lacking
In vigor, that are apparently not
making much headway, can often be
rejuvenated and brought into thrifty
condition by -severe cutting. As a
rule, however. It la advisable to re-
move only about one-fourth to one-
third of the new wood from young
trees making a normal growth. This
applies principally to such trees as
apple and pear that produce fruit buds
on old wood. With the peach, condi-
tions are different. Here the fruit
buds are developed on new wood,
hence it may be profitable to cut back
these tree# more severely so as to
stimulate a heavier growth off annual
wood.

Where more than one male to roost
tag with the Sock, one to always boas
sad usually keeps bis masker com-
rades from roosting with the rest of
be flock. Roosting alone, even though

the place may not be exposed badly,
they do not get th* advantage of the
body beat from the other birds and
their combs freeze more quickly. Like
vise, a few fowls rooetiag la a big
space are not able to conserve their
heat and suffer accordingly on cold
nights. We have found, however, that
even with open frost houses, it the
roosts are placed at the rear of the
house, with a dropping* board beneath,
aad the roof (airly low, aad are kept
well filled with birds, there to little
danger from combs freezing.

Vaseline to recommended alter the
damage is done. If the bird to found
with comb still frozen it should be
thawed out very slowly, using cold
water (ft snow. Apply the water wltb
a cloth or th* snow direct When
thawed out anoint with vaseline. Often
the wattles will swell up like a couple
of eggs and in this case they can be
lanced to let out th* collected serum
sad relieve the bird*.

SUDAN GRASS GIVES PROMISING
RESULTS AS A MARYLAND

FORAGE CROP.

It has long been an acknowledged
fact that Johnson grass would be a
very valuable bay plant in the South
if it were not for its persistent aggres-
sion as an obnoxious weed after ones
Introduced la a field. This tact has
led the Office of Forage Crop Investi-
gations and others of the Department
of Agriculture at Washington to search
(or a type of Johnson grass that would
not after once Introduced persist as a
weed. As a result seed was obtained
in 19M from Mr. R. Hewisen. Director
of Agriculture aad Land of the Sudan
Government at Khartum. The seed
was planted and the crop from the be-
ginning showed its value. In fact. It
seemed to be jost what agriculturists
had been looking tor. The Maryland
Agricultural Experiment Station has

tested it at College Park and elsewhere
in the State. In every case tt has
proven Itself to be worthy of favor-
able consideration as a hay plant on
every (arm when conditions'warrant.

Sudan Grass to not a Johnson Grass.
It does not have persistent under-
ground root stalks as is the case wltb
Johnson Grass. Sudan Grass is killed
above and below ground by the first
frost in the fall, aad does not persist
la the soli by voluntary seeding as is
the case with many of our most
obnoxious annual weeds, such as (ox-

tail, crab grass, etc. In appearance
and habit of growth Sudan grass re-
sembles both Johnson grass and the
cultivated sorghums. It no doubt,
however, to more closely related to the
cultivated sorghums than to Johnson
grass.

Sudan grass should not replace
clover, alfalfa or even timothy, where
these can be grown profitably, because,
owing to quick growth and heavy
yield. It to very exhausting oa the
land, while on the other hand clover
and alfalfa add to the fertility. Hence,
on farms growing clover, alfalfa or
timothy abundantly in normal seasons,
Sudan grass should net be given a con-
sideration. excepting in the light of a
catch hay crop la years of short pro
duct!on—something to be used (or
helping out in yean the regular hay
crop is short
