The location should
have good drainage, so that the floor
and yards will be dry, while the bouse
should not occupy a low pocket or
hollow in which cold air settles, and
It ahould be aituated for convenience
In management and adapted to the
available land. Wherever possible a
southern or southeastern exposure
ahould be selected although this is net
essential If there Is any good reason
for facing the bouse in a different di-
rection.

To prevent waste of feed in poultry
houses and reduce the handling of the
dry foods and grits, it is necessary to
use hoppers. Green food la essential
as a part of the winter ration for the
fowls. When cabbage and beets are
not available, sprouted oats can be
easily fed. Soak the oats In a bucket
for St least 24 hours and then place

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A Grit Box Saves Waste.
In a pile on a shelf of a sprouter.
On the third day spread them out on
the different shelves and let them
grow to a height of not over two
Incbea, then feed them. Keep the oats
Sn a room of moderate temperature
and dampen every day.

FURNISH SOME GREEN FOOD
Either Lettuce Grown In Hotbeds or

Sprouted Oats Are Excellent
for the Little Chicks.

Be prepared with some sort of green
stuff for the little ones. Either lettuce
grown In hotbed* or sprouted oats,
handled In boxes. Whatever it may
be. It should not be omitted, as it is
lost as essential as fruit and vege-
tables are to the average person.
Have convenient and sanitary water
vessels so made that chicks can drink
without being able to get into the
water with their dirty feet. These
should be well scalded out at least
once a week where used for the right
little ones. Soft feed. If used, should
be fed dither upon fresh papers each !
time or In small troughs, and not
thrown on the ground, which may con-
tain all kinds of filth and contamina-
tion.

Building the Kitchen Fire.
A good wey to build a coaTflre to

a range Is to crash paper and place it
tn the empty firebox, lightly placing
on it finely split wood laid like lattice
work. On this arrange n second layer

of slightly larger kindling of hard
wood. Replace the covers and light
the paper Rom underneath. See that
all dampers are open and cheeks
closed

When the wood begins to burn,

which should be la about three mis
utes. add two shovelfuls of coal sc
placed as to rest on the bunUag wood.
When this ignites add coal to fill the
bos to within one or two Inches of
the covers—never above the top of
the oven, otherwise there will not be
air space to cause a draft.

In a few minutes, usually about five,
depending on the strength of the draft,
close the smoke damper ao as to send
the heated air around the oven and up
the chimney. Keep The lower draft
open till the coal begins to look red
la a few places, then close all drafts
