Feeding of Figh and Mutton

The use of fish and mutton as {ood
for cattle is, it seems, not uncommon
in certain parts of the world. Dry,
salt fish is fed to cattle, sheep and
boreses in Shetland and Iceland. The
cattie kept for displays of strenzth
at the village festivals in certain sec-
tiong of Madras are prepared for the
show upon a diet of mutton, And in

samne section bandicoots (the two-
foct-long India rats) are also often
ground up into stock food. Over sixty
years_ago experiments were carried
out l’ Rothamsted, The great English
agvicultury! experiment statign, in
raisinig pigs upon a diet of dried New-
foundiand codfish.

The Madras fisheries bureau has re-
cently conducted simijlar expertments
upon heifers. In ihis casé coutrols
were maintatued in the shape of an
equal lot of heifers fedl on a vegetable
diet. At the end of six months it wag
found that the fish-fed heifers had in
creased 64 pounds in weight, where
as the controls .on a normal diet
showed a 70-pound increase From
which it seems to follow that, as a
fattendmg ration for cuftie, meat is not
desirable. The direcior of the Madras
station suggests, however, that ' re-
glonus where fish are pientiful and 1ow
in price the surplus wmight to advan-
tage be used as a stoek food 1t re
quires a little time and patieace to d-
ucate the cattle to the new food, but
once this is accomplished ihey con-
sume It with apparent relish.

Grow Trees in Bottles.
