RUNNER DUCK IS PROFITABLE
Houses Need Not Be Expanaiva- Law

Fenca Will Confine Them—Feed
la Comparatively Cheap,

Seven dollars profit from s duck la
pretty good money. At the Hawkes
bury Agricultural college lu New South
Wales, Australia, that waa the average
made by six penciled Runner ducks.
Each duck laid an average of 267
eggs in a year. A record like this
Justifies the title that has been given
the Runner—the Leghorn of the duck
family.

Runners are not difficult to raise.
The bouses need not be expensive, and
if the ducks are yarded a low fence
will keep them confined. They appre-
ciate a pool of water or a running
stream, but will do well with only
plenty of water to drink. It must be
provided in deep receptacles, however,
ao that the ducka can wet their heads
entirely over. Otherwise their breath-
ing apparatus gets clogged up and the
ducks suffer.

Ducks eat more than hens do. but
much of the ration may consist of feed
that is comparatively cheap. Mashes
of cooked vegetables in which corn
meal. bran, ground alfalfa or clover
is mixed make good bulk feed for
ducks. Hut ducks are by no means
vegetarians and some meat scraps
must be fed—except in summer when
they have access to ponds or streams
where they may find some animal food.

Duck eggs are heavier than are hen
eggs. Two duck eggs are about equal
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A Nice Pair of Runner*.

in weight to three hen eggs. They are
rich flavored and have no objection-
able strong taste except as it may be
caused by improper food.

The penciled Knnner is a variety
much favored because of the pure
white eggs it lays. Some strains of the
pure white Kunners lay uniformly
white eggs also.

SIMPLE WAY OF FATTENING
Place Chickens in Slatted Crate With

Feed Trough in Front—Mesh
Wire Makes Best Floor.

The simplest way of fattening
chickens is to place them in a fatten-
ing erste. The crate should be six
feet long. 16 inches wide and 18 inches
high. The bottom, back and top are
slatted lengthwise, and in front the
slats are placed on the upright. On
the bottom they are an inch and a
quarter apart, and on tne back, top
and front two inches apart. The slats
are seven-eighths of an inch wide, and
five-eighths of an inch thick. The crate
is divided into three compartments,
and each one opens up separately by
a hinged top.

A trougn for feed is placed on strips
in front. The crate is strengthened by
having slats three quarters of an inch
thick and an inch and a half wide in
each corner of the crate, running
lengthwise. • The ends and the parti-
tion can also be made of solid wood
in order to strengthen the crate.

Ordinary inch mesh wire nailed to
the bottom of the crate will answer
the purpose of a floor better than a
slatted bottom, as there will be less
accumulation of droppings, therefore
making the crate more sanitary.

Best Sellers in Poultry.
At the time when the prices fo:

market poultry are best the cost of
production is the greatest. Consum-
ers soon leam what quality is in
fowls, and then they demand It. Buy-
ers of dressed poultry do not prefer
the big. rough, coarse fowl when they
are selecting for their tables Tills
class of fowl is pushed aside and the
plump, solid ones are selected in-
stead.

Additional Eggs Mean Profit.
If a hen only lays one egg a week

for a year. It will pay for her food, and
every additional egg means profit ff
a hen lays three eggs a week she will
give double the profit derived from a
hen that lays two eggs The greater
the number of eggs the cheaper the
cost of production fn proportion.

Place for Dust Bath.
If yqu keep a box of ashes or road

dust in the hen house, and you ought
to, it should be kepi where the sun
will strike it the greater part of the
day

Caused French to Deviate From
Regular Ways, fir I

It was Carlyle, we believe, who re-
marked the narrow orbit of great
events. While mobs were tearing at
the stones of the Bastlle, groups of
men in other parts of Paris haggled
over copper coins, quarreled over the
depredations of boose cats, discussed
poetry and philosophy or matched pre-
dictions on the weather. The fall of
the Bastlle was to echo down the ages
But the world of accustomed ways con-
tinued its way unchecked.

An American, lately returned from
Europe, reports that the most astonish-
ing thing about the war to him was
the absence of signs of war.

“When yon travel by rail if you did
not know that war was in the country
yon would never suspect it unless you
wondered why a red-batted, blue-coat-
ed guard, with a rifle carelessly swung
over bis shoulder, was noticeable now
and then by cross-road or near the
buttress of an important railroad
bridge.

URGES VALUE OF HOSPITAL
Medical Expert Declares Mother Love

Cannot Take the Place of the
Trained Nurse.

"Skillful home nursing is a great
blessing." says Dr. H. W. Hill of the
Minnesota Public Health association.
“Everyone wishes that every mother
might be a skilled nurse, for such serv-
ices are required at least three to four
times by each child for serious infec-
tions as well as for many minor trou-
bles. Hut skillful nursing in the home
is beyond most mothers, despite all
loving desire to do the best for their
sick ones.

"When actual knowledge of the care
of really sick persons is needed, and
especially where infectious cases are
concerned, not only is the average
mother's training insufficient for the
patient's best Aelfare, but lack of
practice as well as inexperience tells
heavily on the mother in her effort*
to prevent the spread of infection to
others. A trained nurse is invaluable
in such cases, but even better is it
that the sick one should be removed
to a hospital. This is especially true
for the patient suffering from tubercu-
losis. and avoids danger to the other
members of the family as well.”

Helgoland’s Lighthouse.
The most important lighthouse at

the present time, so far as actual oper-
ations are concerned, is tae light of
Helgoland, the island which Germany
has turned into a naval base. The
Helgoland light is an electric one and
the most powerful in Germany, and Is
claimed by the Germans to b- the
most powerful light In existence The
light consists of a cluster of three re-
revolving lights, having a lighting
power of 40.000,000 candles, a magni-
tude of light w hicb from figures alone
is hard and difficult to realize. The
lights are on the searchlight principle,
and the cluster is surmounted by a
single light, of the same kind and size,
that can be revolved independently
and three times as fast as the three
lights. The single light is pot into
use In case of accident to the cluster
of three. The electric power Is gen-
erated by two steam ertglncs and boi!
era, running belt-driven electric gen
era tors.

Highly Paid British Diplomats.
The salaries of British ministers and

ambassadors, which range from $6,->ou

to $57,500 a year, are still inadequate

to meet the demands upon them, says
the report of the royal commission on
the civil service, which has been study-
ing the diplomatic service with a view
to its democratization and improve-

ment. The report states that the sal-
aries paid at present to the higher

members of the diplomatic service are
aa follows: Paris, $57,500 per year;
Washington, $50,000 per year; four
other embassies. $25,000 to $35,000 per
year; first glass missions. $12,000 to
$22,500 per year; second-class mis-
sions, $6,500 to $12,500 per year.
