
COUNTRY LIFE PROBLEMS WILL
BE DISCUSSED.

Conference For Rural Minister* Of
Maryland At the Agricultural

College Opera Auguat 4th.

Following along the broad lines ot
laat year’s conference, the Conference
of 1915 baa been planned with a view
to a still more Intimate discussion and
co-operative study of our country life
problems. A hearty response fr-m
ministers of every denomination is
anticipated.

Among the prominent speakers will
be Rev. Ward Platt and Miss Anna B.
Talc Mias Taft Is an authority on
problems of country life. Her ad-
drees last year on the needs of the
country woman was most Illuminating.
In the following paragraph, taken from
the published bulletin report of last
year’s conference, she plead for a
better business basis in the farm
home:

“Farming is one great industry in
which the woman is her husband's
business partner. In most cases the
woman feels that If she helps to spend
the family income she has done a
large piece of work. But with the
fanner's wife she is also interested in
making the farm pay. Any man’s
business partner should get fair share
in the business income and it is usu-
ally said of the farmer's wife that
what she gets is her board and clothes
and a good, steady job. 1 said that at
one time at a farmer's institute, and
the farmer's wife said to her neighbor

“and mighty few clothes too.” Now
I plead for a better business basis in
the farm home, for a definite share in
the farm income for the wife, and
also. If they are at home helping, the
young people in the family.

1914 CONFERENCE SPEAKERS.
Of course. 1 realise how this condi-

tion came about. It Is an inheritance
from the old barter days. It was only
comparatively recently that the farm-
er himself had need of a cash income.
'Fit* table was supplied from the farm
and in the small village store farm
products were exchanged for goods. So
the farmer has never learned the
necessity of a cash income until com-
paratively recent years, so he has not
been accustomed to dividing up as 1
think he should.

One very great consideration in this
connection is the effect that it has on
the young people in the home. You
all know, who are fathers, that the
boys and girls of the present day want
a stated income. It is more to get a
stated income that the young people
go from the country to the town and
city. They would rather be steno-
graphers or clerks and have definite
Incomes. One of the things that I
plead for particularly, when 1 am talk-
ing to fanners, and I think it is Just as
essential when talking to ministers,
who have the leadership in the coun-
try—l plead that the farmer take bis
daughter or bis son Into business part-
nership.

HOME STUDY THROUGH CORRE-
-BPONDENCE COURSES IN AGRI-

CULTRE SHOULD PROVE
HELPFUL.

DIRECTOR T. B. SYMONS,
Maryland Agricultural College

extension Service.

We hear from many men and wom-
en who deeire to study agriculture and
who cannot leave their homes or their
presen' occupation to go to College
even for a short course. In order to
provide for the people so situated, the
Extension Service of the Maryland
Agricultural College has arranged to
give instruction by mail, as a part of
Its service to the people of the State.

It has been fully demonstrated that
Instruction by correspondence is prac-
tical and It is recognised as an efficient
means of giving valuable information
and direct systematic study. While
such instruction lacks some of the ad-
vantages of personal contact which
resident study gives, yet it has some
advantages of its own.

The student taking a correspondence
course is thrown upon his resources
and thus develops self reliance. He
comes in contact with the instructor
through correspondence as an in-
dividual, not as a member of a class.
Correspondence study enables the stu-
dent to employ his spare time In his
home, while permitting him to pursue
his daily work. It thus furnishes an
opportunity for the busy man and
woman on the farm, the ambitious
teacher, and the young student of lim-
ited means to gain knowledge that
will Increase his efficiency and make
his labor mom profitable to himself
and useful to society.

The courses offered have been pre-
pared by the teachers and specialists
at the College and Experiment Station
and. therefore, follow similar lines as
the Instruction given In the respective
subjects at the Institution. They are
planned so as to be of special adapt-
ability to Maryland conditions.

When sowing timothy alone. 15
lbs. or more per acre should he used;
When sowing with redtop 12 lbs. of
timothy and 2 or 3 lbs. of redtop
(recleaned seed) should be used.
When seeded with red clover. 10 lbs.
of timothy and 6 to 8 lbs. of red
clover la sufficient.

m/Ki \ must study business. We must, as a class, understand
' the fundamental principles that underlie every industry.

f j its functions to society and its relation to agriculture, for
there can be no intelligent co-operation without under-
standing. Mr F. A Vanderlip, president of the National

* City Bank of New York, when asked. “What is a bank? ’

j said in part:

"The first and most familiar function of a bank Is
that of gathering up the idle money o( a community.

Pu. small sums and large, and thus forming a pool or reiser

voir upon which responsible persons may draw as they

| have temporary use for money. It is evident that this makes large sums in the
| aggregate available for the employment of labor and the development ofthe

community. But much more is accomplished than the use of the money
actually deposited in the banka, for by the use of drafts, cheeks sod bank
notes the efficiency of money is multiplied several times over. A very large
business, (or example one of the great beef packers, may use very little
actual money; on one side of its bank account will be entered the checks
and drafts it la dally receiving from everywhere in payment for meats,
while on the other side will be entered the checks It draws in payment far
cattle, etc.. Its only use of money bemg for small payments, to labor and
otherwise.

If there were but one bank In a community and everybody paid all
bills by drawing checks on that bank and everyone receiving a check imme-
diately deposited it In the bank, the amount of money in the bank evidently
would not change at all and the entire business of the community would be
settled on the books of the bank. And the situation is but slightly changed
when there are several banka, for they daily exchange among themselves all
the checks they receive on each other, which practically offset themselves,
although the small balances are paid in cash. This is called ’dealing’ and
in every large city there is a ‘Clearing House’ where representatives of the
banks meet daily to settle their accounts with each other

A bank is constantly receiving from its customers, particularly those that
are shipping products to other localities, drafts and checks drawn on banks
in other cities, which it usually sends for deposit to a few correspondent
banks in the central cities with which !t maintains permanent accounts. In
this way these scattered credits are consolidated and the bank draws upon
these accounts In supplying customers with the means of making payments
away from home. As each local community sells and buys about the same
amount abroad In the course of a year, these payments largely offset each
other It is evident that the banks are very intimately related to the trade
and industry of a country. The banker Is a dealer in credit much more than
a dealer in money, and of course his own credit must be above question. He
exchanges his credit for the credits acquired by the customers, and lends
credit for their accommodation, but he must conduct the business with such

“ Mr. E. P. Ripley, president of the Santa Ffe Railroad,

when asked to give his views In reference to relations existing between the
railroad and the public said In part: •

"Frequently we hear statements to the effect that these relations are
improving, that the era of railroad baiting has passed and that public sentl
ment now favors treating the railroads fairly. As yet this change In public
sentiment. If any such there be. is not effective in results.

It Is true that in the legislatures of the southwestern states during the
past winter there were fewer unreasonable and unreasoning laws passed
than usual, but a consideration of the hostile bills introduced shows that
there is still reason for much disquiet even though they were defeated by imore or less of a majority.

Moreover, the idea that the railroads have been harshly treated does
not seem to prevail in the offices of the State Railroad Commissions which
seem to cherish a notion that their business is not to act as an arbitrator
between the railroads and the people but which proceed on the theory- that
the railroads are able to take care of themselves and that their duty is to
act as attorney for the people even 'hough in so doing they deny Justice
to the railroads. It requires no argument to demonstrate that the railroads
are entitled to justice equally with other citizens and taxpayers. That they
have not received It and are not receiving It Is perfectly susceptible of
proof. That they have practically no recourse in the courts has also been
determined •

The situation therefore is that the people, through their representatives,
must elect whether the services of the railroads shall be adequately compen
sated or not; and it requires no fortune teller or soothsayer to predict that
In the long run the service will take -he class that is paid for and no better

The natural competition between the railroads and the natural desire
to perform first-class service has heretofore resulted in giving the public
much more than it was willingto pay for. Continuation of this will be
impossible and no laws, however drastic, can long accomplish the impossible ”

On The Advantages of Free Ports
/ wijnA Mr. Howe. Federal Commissioner of Imralgrn-
/ tlon, who is one of the best American authorities on
\ _!¦ marine commerce, in discussing the relation of free

ports to the development of sea trade said in part;

. ‘Ships will go hundreds ot miles out of their way
to avoid ports surrounded by a tariff wall. The only
way. therefore, for a country with a tariff to compete
*n the shipping world with a free trade country is to
PBt abllsh free porta at strategical points along its coast

WmM ne - Germany has done so, and in a comparatively
Short pwrlod hns bu,,t up a carrying trade which before
the war was seriously threatening England’s supremacy.

Hamburg, one of the three German free ports, now ranks as the secand
E**fl!Laeaport *n *he world, its total foreign commerce in 1913 being only$6,000,000 under that of New York.

The free port would offer great opportunity for financial operations, nowmade possible by the recent currency act. It would stimulate international
banking, and would tend to shift the financial center of the world to thiscountry. And America, by the logic of events, has become the natural centerfor the world s financing. Just as London became that center several centuriesago hen it shifted from the cities of the Netherlands. Hut the financial
center will only move to this country when It becomes a clearing house
of goods as well as of money. For credit the world over is created by cur-rently created w ealth in transit or change so that even our financial expansion
is dependent upon the opening up of American ports to the clearance of the
wealth of the world A port should not operate to yield a return on the in-
vestment. cut to develop the prosperity of the country.” In recapitulating
the advantages .Mr. Howe brings out the importance of the free port in de-veloping our shipping, and linking us with South America. Asia and Africa,
and then concludes:
