Such charter shall be
submitted to lha voters of said city
or county at the neat general or Con-
gressional election after the report of
Mid charter to said Mayor of Bal-
timore or President of the Board of
County Commissioners; and If a ma-
jority of ths votM east (or and against
the adoption of said charter shall be
in favor of such adoption the said
charter from and after the thirtieth
day from the date of such election
shall become the law of aaid city or
county, subject only to the Constitu-
tion and Public General Laws of **><

State, and any Public Local Laws In-
consistent with the provisions of said
charter and former charter of said
the City of Baltimore or county shall
be thereby repealed.

Sec. 1 The General Assembly at Its
first session after the adoption of this
amendment shall, by Public General
Law. provide a grant of express pow-
ers for such county or counties as
may thereafter form a charter under
the provisions of this Article. Such
express powers granted to the coun-
ties and the powers heretofore grant-
ed to the City of Baltimore, as set
forth in Article 4. Section , Public
Local Laws of Maryland, shall not
he enlarged or extended by any char-
ter formed under the provisions of thi

Article, but such powers may be ex-
tended. modified, amended or repealed
by the General Assembly.

Bee. 3. Every charter so formed
shall provide tor an elective legists
tlve body la which shall be vested the
law-making power of said city or coun-
ty- Such legislative body In the City
of Baltimore shall be known as the
City Council of ths Cl tv of Baltimore,
and la any county shall be known as
the County Council of ths county. The
chief executive officer, if any such
charter shall provide for the election
**such-executive officer, or the presid-
ing officer of said legislative body, it
such charter shall not provide for
the election of a chief executive offl
cer, shall be known In the City of
Baltimore as Mayor of Baltimore, and
in any county as ths President of the
County Council of ths county, and all
references in (he Constitution and
laws of this Bute to the Mayor of
Baltimore and City Council of the City
of Baltimore or to the County Com-
missioners of the counties shall be
construed to refer to the Mayor of
Baltimore and City Council of the City
of Baltimore and to the President
and County Council herein provided
for. whenever such construction would
be reasonable. Prom and after the
adoption of a charter by the City of
Baltimore, or any county of this State,
as hereinbefore provided, the Mayor
of Baltimore and City Council of the
City of Baltimore or the County Coun-
cil of said county, subject to the Con
sUtutkw and Public General Laws of
this State, shall have full power to
enact local laws of said city or coun-
ty, including the power to repeal or
amend Local Laws of Mid city or
county enacted by the General Assem-
bly, upon all matters covered by the
express powers granted as above pro-
vided; provided that nothing herein
contained shall be construed to au-
thorise or empower the County Coun-
cil of any county in this State to en-
act laws or regulations for any in-
corporated town, village, or munici-
pality in said county, oa any matter
covered by tbs powers granted to Mid
town, village, or municipality by the
Aol incorporating It, or any subse-
quent Act or Acts amendatory there-
to. Provided, however, that the char-
ters tor the various counties shall
provide that the County Council of
the counties shall not sit more than
one month In each year for the pur
pose of enacting legislation for such
counties, and all legislation shall be
enacted daring the month so deslgnst
ed tor that purpose in the charter, and
all laws and ordinances so enacted
•hall be published once a week for
three successive weeks in at least
one newspaper published in such coun-
ties, so that the taxpayers and citl
tens may have notice thereof. This
provision shall not apply to Baltimore
city. All such local laws enacted by
the Mayor of Baltimore and City Coun
ell of the City of Baltimore or the
Council of the counties, as hereinbe-
fore provided shall be subject to the
same rules of interpretation as those
aow applicable to the Public Local
Laws of tbit State, except that in
case of any conflict between Mid Lo-
cal Law and any Public General Law
now or hereafter enacted, the Public
General Law shall control

Sec. 4. From and after the adop
lion of a chapter under the provisions
of this Article by the City of Belli
more or any county of this State, no
Public Local Law shall be enacted by
tbs General Assembly for said city or
county oa any subject covered by the
expires powers granted as above pro
Tided. Any law so drawn as to apply
to two or more of the geographical
subdivisions of this Bute shall not be
desmsd n Local Law. within the mean
lug of this Act. The term “geograpb
leal sub-division" herein used shall be
taken to mean ths City of Baltimore
or any of the counties of Ibis State.

PROCLAMATION
Proposed Amendments to tht

Consultation of Maryland.

Whereas, at the January Sendee ol
the General Assembly 9 1 Maryland
held Is the year ataetoea hundred
and fourteen. Acts were passed, to
wit: Chapter 390, proposing an amend
meet to Article 15. of the Declara-
tion of Bights of the Constitution at
Maryland; Chapter 41$, proposing a
new Article to said Constitution to he
known as Article XI-A; Chapter 4SS.
proposing an additional section to Ar-
ticle 111 of said Constitution and
Chapter 673. proposing an additional
Article to said Constitution to be
known as Article XVI; which said
Acts of the General Assembly are In
words and figures following;

CHAPTER 390.
An Act to amend Article XV of the

Declaration of Bights of the Constitu-
tion of the State of Maryland, and to
provide for the submission of such
amendment to the qualified voters of
this State for their adoption or re-
jection.

,

Section L Be It enacted by the
General Assembly of Maryland (three-
fifths of all the Members of each of
the two Houses concurring). That tho
following Article be and the same Is
hereby proposed in the plaee and stead
of Article XV of the Declaration of
Rights of the Constitution of tho State
of Maryland, as at present existing,
and If adopted by the legal and quali-
fied voters thereof, as heroin provid-
ed. it shall supercede and stand In
place and stead of sooh Article.

Article XV. That the levying of taxes
by the poll Is grievous end oppressive
and ought to be prohibited: that
paupers ought not to be assessed for
the support of the government; that
the General Assembly shall, by uni-
form rules, provide for separate
assessment of land and classification
and nub-classifications of improve
ments on land and personal property,
as it may deem proper; and all taxes
thereafter provided to.be levied by
the Stale for the support of tho gen-
eral State Government, and by the
counties and by tbe City of Balti-
more for their respective purposes,
shall be uniform as to land within the
taxing district, and uniform within the
class or sub-olaas of Improvements on
land and personal property which the
respective taxing powers may have di-
rected to he subjected to the tax levy;
yet fines, duties or taxes may properly
and justly be imposed, or laid with
a political view for the good govern
ment and benefit of the community.

Section 2. And be it enacted by
the authority aforesaid, that the fore-
going Article hereby proposed In the
place and stead of Article XV of the
Declaration of Bights of the Oonstitu
tion of the State of Maryland Shall
be. at (he next general election for
members of the Oefieral Assembly
held ift thf§, State, submitted to tbs
legsl end qualified voters thereof for
their adoption or rejection. In pursu
ance of the directions contained In
Article XIVof the Constitution of this
State, and that at said general elec-
tion tbe vote on said proposed amend-
ment to the Constitution shall be by
ballot, and upon each official ballot
there shall be printed the words “For
tbe Constitutional Amendment** and
’’Against the Constitutional Amend-
ment.” as now prescribed by law, and
Immediately after said election due re-
turns shall be made to the Governor
of the vote for and against said pro
posed amendment as directed by Ar
tide XIV of tbe Constitution.

CHAPTER 41$.
An Act to propose an amendment to

the Constitution of this State by add-
ing a new Article thereto to follow
immediately after Article XI and to
be known as Article XI-A, and to pro
vide for tbe submission of said amend
meot to the qualified voters of this
State for adoption or rejection.

Section 1. Be It enacted by the
General Assembly of Maryland, (three-
fifths of all Members of each of the
two Houses concurring), That the tel
lowing Article to follow Immediately
after Article XI and to be known as
Article Xl-A be and the same is here-
by proposed as an amendment to the
Constitution of this State, which Ar
tide, if adopted by the qualified voters
of this State, as herein provided, shall
thereby by each adoption be and be-
come a part of the Constitution of
this State.

Section L On demand of the Mayor
of Baltimore and City Council of the
City of Baltimore, or on petition beer
lug the signatures of not less than
20 per cent of the registered voters
of said city or any county (provided,
however, that in any cnee 10,000 signa-
tures shall be sufficient to complete
a petition), the Beard of Election Su-
pervisors of said city or county shall
provide at the next general or Con-
gressional election, occurring after
such demand or the filingof such peti-
tion. for the election of a charter
board of eleven registered voters of
said city or five registered voters in
any such counties. Nomination tor
members tor said charter board may
he made not less than forty days prior
to said election by the Mayor of Bal-
•ttmore and City Council of the City
of Baltimore or the County Commls
btoners of such county, or not less
than twenty days prior to said election
by petition bearing tbe signature writ
ten in their own handwriting (and
not by their mark) of not leas than
5 per cent, of the registered voters of
the said City of Baltimore or said
county: provided, that in any case
two thousand signatures of registered
voters shall be sufficient to complete
any mob nominating petition, and if
not more than eleven registered voters
of the City of Baltimore or not more
than five registered voters In any such
county are so nominated their names
shall not be printed am the ballot. but
said eleven registered voters In the
City of Baltimore or five in such coun-
ty shall constitute said charter board

Sec. 6. The power heretofore con-
ferred upon the General Assembly to
prescribe the number, compensation
power* Md duties of the County Com-
missioners in each county, and IN
power to make changes in Sections
1 to 4 Inclusive, Article XI of this
Constitution, when expressly granted
as hereinbefore provided, are hereby
transferred to the voters of each coun-
ty and the voters of City of Haiti
mors, respectively, provided that said
powers so transferred shall be ex
erclaeC only by the adoption or amend-
ment Of a charter as hereinbefore pro
vlded; and provided further, that this
Article shall not be construed to au
tborize the exercise of any powers In
excess of those conferred by the Leg-
islature upon said counties or city as
this Article sets forth.

CHAPTER 452.

An Act to propose an amendment U-
Article 111, of the Constitution of the
State of Maryland, by adding a new
Section, (o be known as Section 60.
and to provide for the submission ol
said Amendment to the qualified voters
of this State for adoption or rejec
tion.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the
General Assembly of Maryland (three-
fifths of all the Members of each ol
the two Houses concurring). That the
following new Section be and the same
is hereby proposed as an amendment
to Article 111, title, “Legislative De-
partment” of the Constitution of the
State of Maryland, the same to he in-
serted after Section 59 and to be
known as Section 60; and if adopted
by the legally qualified voters thereof
as herein provided said Section shall
become a part of Article 111 of the
Constitution of Maryland.

Section 60. The General Assembly
of Maryland shall have the power to
provide by suitable general enactment
(a) for the suspension of sentence by
tbe Court in criminal cases; (b) for
any form of the indeterminate sen-
tence la criminal cases, and (c) for
the release upon parole in whatever
manner the General Assembly may
prescribe of convicts Imprisoned un
der sentence for crimes.

¦ec. 2. And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid. That the
said foregoing Section hereby proposed
aa an amendment to the Constitution
shall at the next ensuing general elec
tion. to be held on Tuesday next after
the first Monday in the month of No-
vember. 1915, be submitted to the
legal and qualified voters of Maryland
for their adaption or rejection in pur-
suance of the directions contained In
Article 14 of tbe Constitution of this
State, and at the said election the
vote on said proposed amendment to
the Coaatitntion shall be by ballot and
upon each ballot there shall be writ
ten or printed the words “For the Con-
stitutional Amendment” and "Against
the Constitutional Amendment.” as
now provided by law. and immediately
after said election due returns shall
be made to the Governor of the vote
tor and against said proposed amend
ment, as directed by said Article 14
of tbs Constitution

ARTICLE XVI. THE REFERENDUM

Section 1 (n). The people reserve
to themselves power known ns The
Referendum, by petition to have sub-
mitted to the registered voters of the
State, to approve or reject at the
polls, any Act or part of any Act of
the General Assembly, It approved by
the Governor, or. if passed by the
General Assembly over the veto of the
Governor:

(b) The provisions of this Article
shall be self-executing; provided that
additional legislation In furtherance
thereof and not In conflict therewith
may be enacted.

Sec. 2. No law enacted by the Gen-
eral Assembly shall taka effect until
the first day of June next after the
session at which it may be passed,
unless it contain s Section declaring
such law an emergency law and nec-
essary for the Immediate preservation
of the public health or satoty, and
passed upon a yea and nay vote bur
ported by three-fifths of all the mem-
bers elected to each of the two Houses
of the General Assembly; provided,
however, that said period of suspen-
sion may be extended as provided in
Section 3 (b) hereof. If before said
first day of June there shall ha vs been
filed with the Secretary of tha State
a petition to refer to a vote of the
people any law or part of a law cap-
able of referendum, as In this Article
provided, the same shall be referred
by the Secretary of State to such
vote, and shall not become a law or
take effect until thirty daya after Ita
approval by a majority of tha electors
voting thereon at the next eesufite
election held throughout the Stats tor
Members of the House of Representa-
tives of the United States. An enter
gency law shall remain In forea not-
withstanding fch petition, but shall
stand repealed thirty daya after hav-
ing been rejected by a majority of the
qualified electors voting thsroon; pro-
vided. however, that no measure crest-
ing or abolishing any office, or chang-
ing the salary, term or duty of any
otT'cer. or granting any franchise or
special privilege, or creating any vest-
ed right or interest shall be enacted
as an emergency law. No law mak-
ing any appropriation for maintaining
(he State Government, or for main-
taining or aiding any public institu-
tion, not exceeding the next previous
appropriation tor the same purpose,
shall be subject to rejection or re-
peal under this section. The Increase
In any such appropriation tor main
faTnfiinfWr ailing any public tnstitn
tlon shall only take effect as in the
rase of other laws, and such increase
or any part thereof specified in the
petition, may be referred to a vote of
the people upon petition.

natorial election.

(b) If more than one-half, but less
than the full number of signatures re-
quired to complete any referendum pe-
tition against any-law passed by the
General Assembly, be filed with Sec-
retary of State before the first day
of June, the time for the law to take
effect, and for (Hint the remainder of
signatures to complete tha petition
shall be extended to the thirtieth flay
of the same month with like effect;

Sec. 4. A petition may consist A
several papers, but each paper shall
contain the full text of the Act or part
of Act petitioned upon: and there shall
be attached to each such paper an
affidavit of the person procuring the
signatures thereon that of the raid
person’s own personal knowledge ev-
ery signature thereon Is genuine and
bona fide, and that the signers are
registered voters of the State of Mary
land, and of the City of Baltimore, or
county, as the case may be. ss set
opposite their names, and no other
verification shall be required.

Sec. 5 (s). The General Assembly
shall provide for furnishing the voters
of the State the text of all measure*
to be voted upon by the people; pro
vided. that until otherwise provided
by law the same shall be published
in the manner prescribed by Article
XIV of the Constitution for the pub-
lication of proposed Constitutions!
Amendments.

(b) All laws referred under the
'•revisions of this Article shall he sub-
joined separately on the ballots to
"the voters of the people, but If con
tsining more than two hundred words,
•he full text shall not be printed on
the official ballots, but the Secretary
of State shall prepare and submit a
ballot title of each such measure tn

Cleveland Cltlzane Are Beginning to

Recognise the Value ef Trees and
Flowered Spots.

Reminiscence and a measure of hope
are combined in the suggestion of
one of the women entered in the
Plain Dealer vacant lot and home gar-
dening movement. “It is a grand idea,"
she writes, “to get Cleveland back to
what It waa when I remember it first
—the forest and garden city ot the
state.’*

Many memories span the same
stretch of Cleveland history, and many
residents are welcoming the opportu-
nity to do their share in restoring, na
far aa practicable, the rondlUons that
existed half a century ago. Much
of the change wrought in this period
cannot now be remedied; yt n good
deal can bo clone in the direction in-
dicated.

An Industrial city, growing by leaps
and bounds, cannot expect to retain ail
the sylvan beauty of Its younger days.
Shade trees are poisoned by elements
in the atmosphere that should not
havo eseai*od the chimneys, and by
poisons in the soli that should have
been confined to pipes. Tillable va-
cant lots become fewer In number and
the old-fashioned garden of roses la
likely to give way to other, less pic-
turesque devices,

Tet the city really needs this com-
panionship of cultivated trees and gar-
dens more than the village did, for the
country moves farther afield and the
mure highly organised urban life be-
comes the greater ia tha need of auch
relaxation aa homo gardens afford.

The Cleveland of earlier days waa a
town of trees and flowers, of home
plots blossoming In copious measure
to match the earnestness of their own-
ers. “To get Cleveland back to what
It waa—the forest and garden city of
the state.” Plenty of loyal residents,
young and old. will second the sugges-
tion.—Cleveland Plain Dealer.

USE OF MANURE IN GARDEN
Matter ef Much Moment to Those Who

Desire a Luxuriant Growth of
Flowers-

Nearly every owner of s garden
knows that be must annually supply
tbo garden .with atablo manure to
kaop up the physical texture and gen-
eral plant food in the anil. For this
nothing Is better than well-rotted horse
manure. But there are special crops
of flowers that need special feeding

to get high-class flowers. An inquiry
Is Just at hand asking for ‘‘ruah food"
for carnations. The grower wlahea
to feed heavily at proper timet in or-
der to produce showy blossoms for
early winter. Carnations have very
One bairlike rootc that need equable
conditions of soil, moisture, tempera-
ture, food, etc. Aside from a rich, fri-
able soil, potash and lime are needed
to keep plants in good general health,
both of these are supplied in wood
ashes, or one may use air-slaked lime
and either sulphate or nitrate of pot-
ash. The latter also contains nitro-
gen. Well-rotted animal manures, es-
pecially pulverized sheep manure,
make fine stems, leaves and general
plant growth. Ifstems are weak, bone
meal and lima will stiffen them and
also Induce tha formation of flowers.
Feed frequently, but in small or light
doses.

Desirable Magnolias.
Chinese and Japanese magnolia* are

especially desirable for lawn planting.
They prefer a warm, rich, dry soil, and
should be planted carefully In the
spring. The Vulan magnolia, M. con
spicua, is known for Its large while
flowers, produced before the-leavea. It
Is abmbllke while young, but becomes

a symmetrical tree aa It attains age.
Similar in habit, but blooming a little
later, is Soulange'a magnolia, flowers
white and purple, cup shaped, three to
live inches in diameter. The foliage
Is large and massive, and this mag
noils ia so hardy, vigorous and hand-
some that it is extremely satisfactory
to plant. Earlier in bloom than either
of the preceding la Hall’s Japan mag-
nolia. which ia dwarf in habit, forming

a bushy shrub. Th flowers are pure
white, semi-double and fragrant. It
to not uncommon for it to open no
early In April that there may be a
light snowfall while it is in bloom.
These magnolias vary In price from |)

to 92, as a rule.
