It It a fact which ought to be of in-
tease Interest to the people of this
city that during one week the attend-
ance of children at the public play-
grounds of Charleston reached the un-
precedented figure of 10,576. It la es-
timated that about 2,50* different chil-
dren visited and made use of the play-
grounds during this period.

That ought to give the people of the
community a clearer Idea than they
have heretofore possessed of the im-
mense value of the playground sys-
tem and of the effectiveness of the
system as It la being applied in
Charleston. Probably a majority of
the Charleston reader* of this news-
paper have not been aware all this
time of the importance which the few
playgrounds now available have as-
sumed as a factor la the Ufa of the
children of Charleston. That these
grounds have been made use of tn one
week by something like 3,600 different
children and that these children hare
resorted to the playgrounds so con-
stantly and so regularly that the total
attendance during the week has been
over 10,600 are tacts which furnish
convincing proof of the value of these
places of outdoor recreation.—Charles-
ton News and Courier.
