by, I asked bim if he knew where Mr.

When I knocked and asked the
young mwan who opened the door if
Mr. Surrat was in, he replied yes and

invited me into the office. 1 told him
I preferred seeing Mr. Surrat on the
outside. In a very few moments Mr.
Surrat came out. | at once recognized
him, in spite of the great lapse of time
since we last met. When [ asked him
did he know we, he shook his head. 1

made myself known and he at once
seemed delighted to see me, tried to
get me to make ap appointment to
spend an eyening at his home. He
was very desirous to talk over those
by-gone days. 1 asked Mr. Surrat
what the Captain meant that day when
he spoke of not having any confidence
in the two men he had first sent out to
try to get food. **Well,”” Mr. Surrat
sald, ‘“‘when we ieft Washington for
Richmond two canadians were recom-
mended to us as wanting to go South
o join Mosby's command. Whea
they left eamp that night and were
crossing the Potomac river, a Federal
zun boat came very close and if it had
not been a yery dark night they would
most probably have been discovered.
These two men became frightened for
fear of being run over by the gunboat
and began to make an outery. The
Captain told them to shut up and their
reply was, ‘We are subjects of John
Bull and were not afraid of the Fede-
ral Government.” The captain then
covered them with his pistols, inform-
ing them if they opened their mouths
again he would kill both of them, so
they wisely kepi silent. Then they
continued on across the Potomae and
reached the Virginia shores without
and further trouble. The captain con-
cinded from the actions of these men
they were spies and ready to turn them
over to the enemy. When they arriv-
od i Richmond, however, these same
two wen made arrangemeangs imme
diately 1o join Gen. Mosby's command
Lt soon after the war ended. Mr. J.
S. said be was sorry for having been
rough with them, for they proved they
Lad started in in good faith, and so
it ended.
