MEDICAL MAN'S SOLEMN OATH
Hippocrates, Ancient Greek Physician.

Guided in Practice by Principles
1 >' of a High Order.

Hippocrates, an ancient Greek med-
ical man. often called the father of
medicine, who practiced about 480 B.
Os early took an oath to guide him in
hla profession. The oath is frequently
quoted with' a modern application.
Iltppugrates was a leader in his ers in
scientific inquiry. His oath bound him
to teach his art to the children of hi*
teachers, to his own children asd to
those “iKxind ly a stipulation.” hut to
no others. He promised to follow s
method of treatment calculated to
benefit his patients and to give no
deadly medicine to any one who asked
for it. “Whatever. Iri connection with
my professional practice or not In con-
nection with it.” he concluded, “I may
see or hear in the lives of men which
ought not to be spoken abroad. I will
not divulge, as reckoning that all such
dmubl be kept secret. While I con-
tinue to keep this oath nnviolated may
it he granted to me to enjoy life and
the practice of the art. respected by-
all men at all tithes; hut should I tres-
pass and violate this oath may the re-
verse, be my lot."

BURST INTEREST Of CIIU

Republican Senator Amrti ThatOp-

Itiwle of the Peaco Treaty to
the Senate Are Trying

10 Kill It,

Wkshlnron. Senator McCumber,
tor twenty yean Republican ooaator
from Sortta I>akota. to a speech to the

ttutf rli vd -that the major-

ity of the i - in relatione committee
la trying to kill the peace treaty and

the league of asthma. Senator Me-
Cumber spoke after hto second breecb
with the opponent's of the treaty on
the senate committee on foreign re-
lations. In the present breach Sena-
tor McCumber voted alone with the
supporters of the treaty and against

the majority of the committee which
voted to strike oat "Japan" and to-

ss rt "China” in the threp sections
awarding the Shantung peninsula.

"Why did the majority of this com-
mittee pause In the midst of their

*' hearings to mkke this particular
amendment T" Senator McCumber ask-
ed. "The purpose is apparent. It
la to signify to the country that the
senate is hostile to this treaty. It is
Vo put Japan in n position where she
cannot without an appearance of be-
ing coerced do what she has promised
to do. It is to create trouble between
this country and Japan and thereby
send the first dagger throat into the
body of this treaty.

"Iam satisfied that no greater blow
could ever be struck against the real
Interests of Chinn than by each an
amendment.

"Is It an act of true friendship
toward China or n mere political move
to defeat the treaty? If It’s sponsors
now fall to come forward and openly
pledge that If Japan is not driven out
of the treaty then the United States
will proceed single banded and alone

.to drive Japan ont of China, will re*

" new this world war and send onr sol-
diers into the Orient to fight for her,
then by this act they are betraying
China with a false kiss.

“Ifon the other hand, they declare
they will make war to drive Japan out
of China to prevent Japan receiving
only those rights which the other great
nations of the world have received,
ihen they are proclaiming a policy
which they have assailed as being the
most wicked part of the league of na>
t'ons—a policy of Interference with
the quarrels of the old world. Worse
than that, while they violently con-
demn a Joint agreement with the other
great white nations of the world to
shield the greater white races from
annihilation they would send our sons
to death to defend the Inferior yellow
races whom we claim to be so inferior
as to be unfit to associate with us.

"Either we will bring both Japan
and China Into this league of nations,
which by the very terms of its provis-
ions will compel Japan to return tu
China all the German rights acquired
by Japan, not only by conquest buthy the solemn agreement made by her
wrath Chius herself, or you will drive
Japan out of this treaty wherein she
will not be bound by the obligations
which she would assume by Joining
the league, and where she will bebolding the German territory and nil
the German Interests by the right of
conquest and with the broken word
of Chius, she can work her way to
the very limit uf subjugation of nil
the Chinese territory net now within
the sphere uf influence of other pow-
eis.

"With this league of nations Chinao',Mains au assurance which la tanta-
mount to a guaranty by all tbe world
tiat not only will Japan return to
China what Germany wrested from
her In IMbtt, but henceforth and solong us this league shall last no other
uH.iou shall rob China of one inch of
her territory or exercise any control
over her people inconsistent with the
claims of complete independence and
sovereignty.”

Senator McCumber then reviewed
the history of the several treaties
under which Japan took over the Ger-
man rights In Shantung, promising to
nstore them to China. He then said:"By this amendment you declare
that Japan cannot lie trusted to keep
her word, given not only to China
alone, hut also given to the United
Stales and every other important na-
tion by reiterated declarations.

"There Is but one honorable, up-
right and proper course to be pur-
i < d by all the great nations of tbe
world. Including China and Japan. Let
China keep her treaty; give Japan an
opportunity lo do what she has pledg-
ed her national honor to do; cease
this attemot to Joggle this country In-
to war with Japan; defeat this pro-
posed amendment which arrogates to
ourselves the right to annul a treaty
between China and Japan and sets atnaught a treaty made daring thestress of bottle between our 00-belllg-
erfiits and Japan before we entered
Into the war: tiring Japan and China
Into this world league and as snre as
the sun shall rise- tomorrow Japan
w. keep her plighted faith. China
will receive complete present justice
and assured future protection.

"On the other hand, force thisbreach of contract hy China; driveJ;;pan ont of this league by insulting
her honor: relieve her from her
trealjr hyflrst breaking It yourselves
and thereby installing her In her Im-pregnable position of right of con-n-test and China Is doomed/The other1.-.;tv>pean nations cannot help her be-cause they are tied by their own
treaties, and you will not make waron Japan to help China after she hasbroken her treaty.

"If these be friends of China, then
n-d -five her from her friends."
