Tractor Reduces Number of Work-

stock Needed.
On the 171! farms where then* had

been no change lu acreage the num-
ber of workstock had been reduced by
2.2 bend, an average reduction of 26
per cent. Forty four of these 172 men

had not reduced the number of work-
stock. 62 had disposed of one or two
head, 43 had disputed of Uiree or four
head, and 23 of more than four head.
On these 172 farms one horse had
been kept for each 28 acres (total
acre*, not crop acres) hefre purchase
of tractors, and at the time of the
survey there wuk one horse for each
37.7 acres. For all the farms there
had been an average of one horse for
each 27.6 acres before purchase'' of
tractors, and there was one for each
37.0 acres at the time of the Investiga-
tion. On the farms where there had
been no change in acreage there had
heen one horse f r each 21.5 crop acres
before the purchase of tractors, and
there was one for each 20 crop acres at
the time of the Investigation.

Operating Costs May Be Reduced.
There were great variations on In-

dividual farms in the cost of power
furnished tty both horses and tractors;
and by more careful managemenL

many fanners could doubtless reduce!
this cost. Repair costs and fuel con-
sumption of the tractors could in many
cases have heen reduced by more care-
ful

#

operation. The cost of keeping
workstock could have Iteen reduced on
many farms by more careful feeling
practices.

The average annual cost of jower

for the drawbar work on the home
farm which was done wyh tractors

was equal to the cost of keeping 2.1
head of workstock and this la prac-
tically the average number dlsphovd
per farm. On the basis of present
p-ievs, however, the cost of keeping
workstock has declined considerably
more than the cost of oiieratlng trac-
tors.

Since, during the year covered by
the investigation, the cost of power on
the average farm was no greater than
If it had all been furnished by horses,
any saving in man labor costs, any

afiin due to getting a larger amount
of work done in a given time, and any
other advantages connected with the
use of tractors which cannot la* meas-
ured directly In dollars and cents,
might be considered clear profit. It Is
doubtful, however. If such grflns were
great enough to balance tin* cost of
o|ieraling the tractor* on many of the
farms where there was no change in
acreage and where no w>rkst<tck waa
displaced
