HEROIC WORK OF RESCUE

Trained Bear the Cause—-Crowd Fol-
lowing Animal Saw Boy Drown and
Overloaded the Bridge—Collapee
Puts City in Mourning.

Chester, 'a.—A cracked gusset plate,
which was bolted instead of riveted,
caused the collapse of the footpath on
the Third street bridge over the Ches-
ter River at Chester, hurling twenty-
their death in the
murky waters below.

All of the bodies have been recov-
ered. The last one taken out of the

| river was that of Apostolos Apostola,
| five years old, 419 Edgemont street,

Chester. He was the child whose
drowning led to the disaster. Three

of the seven injured persons in the |

recover,

A section of the bridge collapsed |

when several hundred persons rushed
upon it te watch attempts to rescue
the Apostola boy, who had fallen into
the narrow river.
