EVER-BEARING ORANGE TREE
Feasibility That* Discovery in Florida

Will Revolutionise Conditions
In Growth of Fruit.

An ever bearing orange tree, which
citrus fruit growers believe is destined
to revolutionize the orange Industry of
the state. If not of the entire country,

has been discovered by horticulturists
in a small grove at Avon Park, near
Turn pa, Fla. To protect the specimen.
Us purchaser has p)a<-ed around it a
heavy wire fence 20 feet in height and
stationed guards day and night.

The tree has been In bearing con-
tinuously eight years, but until re-
cently its existence was known only to
the owner and several neighbors who,
according to citrus experts, did net
realise its value, but regarded It mere-
ly as a freak of nature. Several of
south Florida’s largest citrus growers
have organized a syndicate, purchased
ihe tree, leased the ground upon which
it stands, and already are taking steps
to develop its possibilities by propa-
gating It through budwuod. with the
ex|wH'tation of having 250,000 trees
ready for setting out In groves by
1923.

The tree is about fifteen years old.
its origin is a mystery. Its owners
believe It will bring forth stock true
to the parent tree and be worth mil-
lions to the men who had the fore-
sight to grusp Ua possibilities.

At tbe
ead of the fiscal year, June 30, 1921,
there were 20,300 disabled service men
In the 1,092 United States Public
Health Service, Contract and Govern-
nent Hospitals and Soldiers Homes,
aad that number Is Increasing at a
rate of 1,000 a month.

Thousands of these men receiving

medical treatment, compensation and
vocational training from the Govern-
ment today, started their efforts to
obtain them through the Red Croat
Chapter. The Chapter, acting as the
disabled man’s agent In claims against

the Government, informs the man aa to
the procedure necessary to gain for
him that which is provided hint by
Federal statute. His applications for
compensation, medical treatment and
training are properly filed with the aid
of the Red Cross Chapter.
