Meetings of old
front soldiers have lieeu called in Vi-
enna amt the reactionaries have es-
tablished headquarters at Innsbruck,
which they expect to he the capital of
a Tyrolean mountain stale.

The monarchists, who are anxious
to break the feeble Viennese Itepub
Mean government us the first step to-
ward re-establishing monarebs In Cen
tral Eurie. h* lleve this is the r
chance. The Republican Berlin gov-
ernment, however, seeing the danger,
has discouraged the Tyroleans In their
demand to te freed from Vienna and
united to their brother mountaineers
in Bavaria.

The publicity given to the monarch-
ist plans In the lust few days has also
disconcerted the monarchists to such
an extetnt that the Bavarian Stuats
Zeltung has felt culled upon to den>
that the purpost f seeking the union
of the Tyrol iuvarla is the res
toration *t King .udwlg of Bavaria
to the throne.

Nevertheless, the hand of the Ger-
man reactionary is seen in the whole
affair. These German leaders see In
Austria the possibility of success where
they have failed In Germany. The at-
tempt to force the reaction of the Ba-
varian minority upon the industrial
North German majority proved too am-
bitious. but. the monarchists believe
they can grind the smaller Industrial
Lower Austria between tbe rnUlatwhes
of the Tyrol and the Burgenland
bonds.

By appointing the Christian Social-
ist, Herr Guertler. minister of finance,
the Vienna government la trying to
pacify he country dh trlcta, the peo-
ple of which are chiefly Christian So-
cialists, but Herr Guertler lias an im-
possible financial problem on his
hands.
